A change of plea hear-
ing has been set for for-
mer Columbia police 
chief Jason Cross in a 
federal criminal case 
stemming from 2021.


Cross was indicted in 
March 2022 on a single 
charge of theft from a 


local government receiv-
ing federal funds. He is 
accused of stealing more 
than $25,000 from the 
police department’s evi-
dence locker and the 
city ’s drug purchase 
fund while serving as 
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The VFW post is host-
ing a Memorial Day 
program to honor fallen 
heroes from all wars.

Class 
A or B uniforms are 
appropriate for veterans 
if they choose to wear a 
uniform for the event.
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The Adair County High School 
marching band will get some help 
from the school board to purchase 
new instruments for the 2023-24 
marching season.


Band Director Jordan Hum-
phress and members of the band 
boosters updated the board on 
the band’s needs and efforts to 
improve the financial standing of 
the booster organization.


Students brought several instru-
ments to the meeting to give board 
members a view of their condi-
tion, with some of the instruments 
that are still in use purchased in 
2000.


“Some are older than the stu-
dents that are currently using 
them,” Humphress said.


Humphress said instruments 
were constantly being repaired, 
and at some points during the sea-
son they borrowed instruments 
from other programs for perfor-
mances.


Humphress asked the board to 
help with the cost of a lease pro-
gram that would cost more than 
$152,000. They can make pay-
ments of $30,000 a year for five 
years and then they would own 
the 44 instruments that were 
included. 


Board member Troy Grider 
said he served as a band parent, 
helped transport equipment, and 
he could attest to the condition of 
the instruments. 


Humphress was asked about the 
financial condition of the band 
boosters and several members of 
the boosters provided details. The 
booster organization faced finan-
cial problems a year ago and cur-
rent board members have been 
working to pay off debts and sta-
bilize the finances.


Todd Davenport, president of 
the boosters, said the organiza-
tion had a rough couple of years 
but have come a long way. They 


consolidated $42,000 in debt into 
a loan and all accounts are now 
current, he said. Money they bor-
rowed from the board will be paid 
back by May 2024.


He and other board members 
said Bingo is expected to bring 
in around $80,000 and their bud-
get for 2023-24 is $115,000. They 
reduced their annual budgets 
from around $128,000.


Davenport said the band is in a 
rebuilding phase, with many of its 
members being young.


“We were probably one of the 
youngest bands competing last 
year,” he said.


Davenport said purchasing 
the instruments is an immediate 
need, and they were not asking 
the board to cover the whole cost 
but to help at whatever level was 
possible.


Grider made a motion to fund 


A vote to establish 
an occupational tax in 
Adair County narrowly 
passed during Tuesday 
night’s fiscal court meet-
ing. 


The vote was a first 
reading for an ordinance 
to set a .75 – three-
fourths of one percent – 
tax on payroll of people 
who work within Adair 
County. A second vote 
will be required before 
any tax could take effect.


County Judge Execu-


tive Larry Russell Bry-
ant proposed the .75 
percent rate along with 
an agreement to set 
property tax rates at a 
4 percent increase, pay 
100 percent of health 
insurance premiums 
for employees, add one 
deputy position at the 
sheriff ’s office, and 
provide employee rais-
es based on tenure, job 
performance, and wage 
comparison as recom-
mended by department 


heads.
Magistrate Terry Had-


ley made a motion to 
approve the occupa-
tional tax and Sammy 
Baker seconded. Hadley, 
Baker, Chris Reeder and 
Judge Bryant voted yes, 
with Billy Coffey, Daryl 
Flatt and Tony Denton 
voting no, for a four to 
three affirmation. Mark 
Humphress was not 
present.


When asked for clar-
ification during public 


comments, Bryant said 
Hadley’s motion includ-
ed his full proposal and 
not just the occupation-
al tax. He added that the 
salary increases would 
be capped at $2 an hour 
for all employees. There 
was no discussion about 
when a tax would take 
effect if final approval is 
given.


The city of Columbia 
currently has a 1 per-

cent occupational tax 
in effect. During the 
fiscal year ending June 
2022, the city generat-
ed $1.25 million from 
the tax. The county tax 
would also tax workers 
in the city limits but 
add businesses outside 
of the city, so a .75 per-
cent could generate $1 
million annually for the 
county.


There was little discus-


sion about the propos-
al during the meeting, 
with the topic taking 
less than four minutes, 
but it has been a topic 
for heated discussion in 
past meetings. 


Bryant had asked for 
a 1 percent occupational 
tax but only magistrate 
Terry Hadley supported 
the vote. Two weeks ago, 
Flatt recommended a 
.25 percent occupational 
tax, but the motion died 
with a tie vote. 


Bryant also recom-
mended and received 
first reading to change 
the administrative code 
to reduce the time a new 
employee must wait 
before being eligible for 
health insurance. The 
current code requires 90 
days but the court unan-
imously voted to change 
the code to 30 days.

The court 
voted to table any vote 
in hopes of finding con-
tractors for the different 
jobs that are needed.


A nnex ation Dis-
cussed


A new law passed 
during the 2023 session 
of the General Assembly 
puts a moratorium on 
city annexations until 
July 1, 2024, with some 
exceptions. The city has 
consent from the owners 
to annex property on the 
corner of the Adair Vet-
erans Memorial Bypass 
and Hudson St. where 
Franklin Ford plans to 
construct a new facility. 


Judge Bryant said the 
annexation would be 
spot annexation unless 
the city annexed addi-
tional property on Hud-
son St., which would 


include several business-
es and homes. An agree-
ment signed by the city 
and property owners 
Eddie and Dan Franklin, 
however, states that the 
property is contiguous 
to the city limits.


The court voted to 
table the discussion after 
questioning if the other 
property owners would 
support annexation. 


County May Sell 
Property on Reed St.


Also during Tuesday’s 
meeting the court voted 
to notify the occupants 
of a building owned by 
the county that the lease 
contract may not be 
renewed. 


The court plans to 
have the building, which 
is located at 127 N. Reed 
St., appraised for pos-
sible sale. The building 
once housed the health 
department but the 
county has leased it for 
years. Bryant said with 
maintenance expenses 


the county is not real-
ly making any revenue 
from leasing the proper-
ty, and he would like to 
see its value then discuss 
whether they should sell 
it. The occupants, Adair 
Friends and Neighbors, 
may still remain in the 
building but the county 
must give notification by 
July 1 or a yearly lease is 
automatically renewed.


The court voted to 
appoint Jobe Darnell, 
James Curry and Larry 
Dudley to a committee 
that will work with the 
Lake Cumberland Area 
Development District in 
developing a redistrict-
ing plan. Redistricting 
is required after a new 
census and each magiste-
rial district must include 
relatively the same pop-
ulation. The fiscal court 
gets final approval on 
any redistricting map.


The court also 
appointed R ichard 
Phelps to the Economic 
Development Author-
ity board of directors, 


replacing Chester Tay-
lor, who resigned. Phelps 
will fill a term ending in 
in December but could 
be appointed for anoth-
er four-year term at that 
point.


Sheriff Josh Brockman 
reported the local tax set-
tlement and commented 
on a recent audit, which 
found no errors. 


Brockman said his 
office collects $8.5 mil-
lion a year and dissem-
inates those funds to 
multiple taxing districts. 
The recent audit found 
their work was only 
$1.06 out of balance and 
Brockman commended 
the women who staff the 
office for their excellent 
work.


The court learned that 
health insurance rates 
were going to be lower 
than they had first been 
told, with individu-
al employee insurance 
costing $691. The coun-
ty currently pays $509 
of the cost for employ-
ees and the employee 


pays the remainder. The 
cost is increasing from 
$670.09.


The court voted to put 
a tile in at an entrance 
at the newly developed 
fairgrounds on Indus-
trial Park Rd. if they can 
legally do so. Magistrate 
Daryl Flatt said the road 
is a state highway but he 
would support helping 
the fair board if they are 
allowed to provide the 
tile.


The court approved a 
request to add Deputy 
Judge Executive Bridget 
Compton to signatures 
allowed on checks for 
when Judge Bryant is not 
available.


The court voted to 
approve a bid of $37,390 
for carpet at the judicial 
center from Bennett’s 
Carpet. This is the sec-
ond round of carpet and 
more will be bid later. 
The county will be reim-
bursed by the Admin-
istrative Office of the 
Courts.


The court did not 


approve a request from 
the Breeding Volun-
teer Fire Department to 
purchase radio equip-
ment using ARPA funds. 
Members of the court 
voiced their support for 
the organization and 
said they would consider 
a proposal at a later time 
but want to complete 
projects already under-
way first. 


Also during the meet-
ing, the court voted to 
change pest control com-
panies and do business 
with Miller Pest Control. 
They also voted to hire 
Bradley Karnes in the 
road department.


Magistrates Chris 
Reeder, Sammy Baker, 
Daryl Flatt, Tony Den-
ton, Billy Coffey, and 
Terry Hadley were pres-
ent for the meeting. 
Mark Humphress was 
absent.

� e Adair County school 
district has more than one 
� eld of dreams as leader-
ship pursues advances to 
athletics facilities. 


In late 2022, a study was 
conducted over the con-
ditions and functionality 
of the athletic buildings to 
see what improvements are 
needed. 


The district is concen-
trating on creating a cen-
tralized hub area in the 
northwest area of the cam-
pus so it would be easier to 
manage and maintain the 
quality.


 “It is a comprehensive 
plan to be able to address 
all of our needs over the 
coming years, and how 
would that improve the 
school addressing all those 
needs?” Craig Biggs, athlet-
ic director, said. “It would 
upgrade all of our facilities 
and would enhance all pro-
grams.” 


RossTarrant Architects 


coordinated meetings to 
determine issues and goals 
for the athletic programs 
and the facilities. 


� e district found it con-
cerning how surrounding 
districts were upgrading 
and became worried about 
future student enrollment. 
The study allowed for a 
comprehensive review 
of current athletic facili-
ties and what additions or 
changes could allow more 
space and opportunities for 
students. 


“Make the athletic pro-
gram better to increase it 
and enhance it, to be com-
petitive on the district and 
region and state levels. At 
a minimum we need to be 
able to compete with our 
neighbors. We are having a 
hard time right now doing 
that without those facili-
ties,” Biggs said. 


� e track team does not 
have an area in which to 
practice and compete on 


campus. � e team has to 
travel to Lindsey Wilson 
College to use their track. 


� e study provides two 
overall options. The first 
is to improve the middle 
school’s track conditions. 
� e track would need to be 
widened to add more lanes 
for competition, which 
means wooden light poles 
would have to be relocat-
ed. � e surface needs new 
asphalt installed as well. 
This is the least desired 
option to follow.  


The second option is 
to build a new track and 
� eld near the football � eld. 
Ideas for the new track and 
field include eight lanes, 
cushioned and rubberized 
surface, lighting, bleachers 
seating up to 600 and con-
crete pads for an additional 
600, infrastructure for track 
timing systems, � eld equip-
ment, climate control stor-
age for pads and mats and 
storage for hurdles. 


There would be sever-
al bene� ts to being near a 
desired new multipurposed 
athletics building. 


� e building will include 
new locker rooms and an 
indoor training area for 
multiple programs. The 
current track would be 
used for circulation for 
middle school football � eld 
and a community walking 
path.


According to the study, 
sta�  members have issues 
with the current high 
school football � eld. � ey 
believe the field sits too 
close to a low fence at the 
stands and there is limited 
space for safe run-outs. � e 
stands are facing the sun, 
and concessions and bath-
rooms need to be in a more 
convenient location. 


The field goal is lean-
ing and is considered for 
replacement. � ere was a 
practice � eld planned to be 
built but the project stalled, 
leaving abandoned irriga-
tion lines. 


� e feasibility study � nds 
that there should be at least 
one synthetic turf included 
in these upgrades. If the 
football � eld is improved to 
synthetic turf, then the � eld 
is more durable to heavy 
use and it is less weather 
dependent. Also, multiple 
programs could use the 
� eld. 


To � x these problems, the 
study includes a proposal 
to relocate the � eld  and/or 
revise the � eld layout. 


A new multipurpose 
building would accommo-


date many programs by 
having indoor practice and 
training space for outdoor 
sports. 


� e building would need 
to be close to the football 
and so� ball � elds and the 
proposed locations for the 
track and soccer � elds. � e 
indoor area would addi-
tionally have a 40-yard 
to 50-yard turf with ceil-
ing-hung pitching and hit-
ting tunnels. 


� e multipurpose build-
ing would be intended to be 
used by multiple programs 
and incorporate four dif-
ferent phases to accommo-
date.  


Phase one would have a 
tennis locker room, phase 
two has a football locker 
room and phase three is a 
soccer locker room. Each 
phase includes restrooms, 
sta�  o�  ces and storage. 


Phase four would be 
focused on future programs 
and more storage space. 
� e band program could 
use the building for warm-
ups and rehearsal.  


� e plan also calls for a 
new auxiliary gym. It would 
be built in the northeast 
end of the high school gym 
and help with the demand 
for space. 


� e auxiliary gym � oor 
would be at the same ele-
vation of the high school 
gym to allow use of new 
and already existing locker 
rooms, training room and 
weight room. However, the 
district prefers to update 
the current middle school 
gym rather than build a 


new one. 
� ere would be addition-


al upgrades to the middle 
school football stadium, 
the so� ball stadium, high 
school gymnasium, and 
middle school gymnasium.


The study considers 
building tennis courts so 
students can practice and 
compete on campus. � e 
district has discussed devel-
oping a soccer program, so 
the plan proposes the con-
struction of a soccer com-
plex. � e volleyball team 
would bene� t with a larger 
court and they could prac-
tice in the middle school 
gym if improvements are 
made to the quality. 


All these proposed 
changes are believed to 
help with participation 
in athletic programs and 
have a positive impact on 
behavioral issues as well as 
reduce dropout rates.


“� e better your facilities 
are, the better chance you 
have to compete. It would 
give them better practices 
because they have a bet-
ter area, playing areas and 
nice new things. Any time 
somebody builds some-
thing new it gets the kids 
excited about participating 
and wanting to do their 
best to win. Having new 
facilities will encourage 
motivation and perfor-
mance,” Biggs said. 


The feasibility study 
has been presented to the 
school board. No action 
was required.

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Gardening can provide a 
sense of accomplishment as 
well as fresh produce for the 
family. However, gardening 
also has its fair share of 
challenges, especially when 
it comes to weeds, diseases 
and insects. Here are a few 
tips that should make this 
year’s garden more of an 
accomplishment and less 
of a challenge.


The most important 
nutrient for plants is water. 
Many home gardeners 
� nd it di�  cult to provide 
ample water to the garden 
during the summer due to 
lack of time or the garden 
being located too far from 
a water source. Mulching 
the garden helps conserve 
moisture in the soil, thus 
reducing the amount by 
which the garden must be 
watered. 


Mulching also provides 
a barrier against weeds. 
Another advantage of 


mulching that many are not 
aware of is disease control. 
Several diseases (especial-
ly those that a� ect toma-
toes) are present in the soil. 
Mulching can prevent soil 
particles from splashing on 
the leaves during rainfall, 
therefore aiding in the pre-
vention of disease. 


Various materials found 
near the soil can serve as 
excellent mulching materi-
als. Grass clippings, news-
papers, shredded paper, 
cardboard, etc. all help 
conserve moisture, prevent 
weeds and disease, and 
assist in building organic 
matter in the soil.


Pay close attention 
when purchasing trans-
plants. 


Sometimes diseases start 
in the greenhouse and 
become a serious problem 
later in the garden. Do not 
purchase plants with leaf

spots, lesions on the stems, 
or other signs that suggest 
disease is present. As a rule 
of thumb, locally raised 
transplants are the least 
likely to be infected with 
disease.


Keep a calendar.
Most seed packets will 


provide you with the aver-
age number of days to 
maturity. Record the plant-
ing date on your calendar, 
and then count forward 
the days of maturity and 
make a note on the calen-
dar on that date. While the 
actual days to maturity will 
be relative to the weather, 
knowing the average will 
help you plan your work 
in the garden, canning, or 
freezing. Knowing the rel-
ative maturity also comes 
in handy when waiting for 
melons to ripen. Pesticide 
applications and harvest 
restrictions should also be 
recorded in the calendar to 
prevent exposure to chem-
icals. Additional records 
that are useful to keep 
include fertilizer applica-
tions, rainfall, and watering 
dates and amounts.


Have your problems 
identi� ed. 


Whether it is an insect, a 
disease, or a nutrient de� -
ciency, have the problem 
identified. Proper identi-
� cation is the � rst step to 
finding a solution when 
problems arise in the gar-
den. Some diseases are 


caused by insects; there-
fore, fungicides are inef-
fective in those instances. 
Nutrient deficiencies can 
sometimes be caused by a 
lack of moisture or by soil 


compaction; therefore, fer-
tilizers do not always cor-
rect nutrient de� ciencies. 
� e Adair County Coop-
erative Extension Service 
provides insect and disease 


identi� cation services free 
of charge.
