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Former Starr Elementary students honor late coaches

A group of friends who formed a bond
in a different era of youth sports at Starr
Elementary and around the Oregon area in
the mid-1970s came together on May 21 to
honor the coaches who shaped them.

Those friends — Lou Reiner, Dave
Scharer, Terry Ferguson, Rod Achter, Jeff
McNally, Mark Dansack and Mark Stahl —
were on hand during a ceremony at Starr
Elementary to honor the late Jim Scharer,
who was Dave’s father, and the late Tom
Roberts.

“It’s just a way for us to kind of con-
nect to our youth,” McNally said. “For
me in particular, being the new kid at the
school, all these guys were here (already).
Sports was kind of my entry into a lot of
friendships which ended up lasting my
whole lifetime.

“These guys are still my friends, which
is a pretty amazing thing. In particular, I
think all of us wanted to show our respect
to Coach Scharer and Coach Roberts.”

Tom Roberts, a graduate of Waite High
School, passed away Nov. 22, 2012. He
coached for the Oregon Rec for 18 years,
and he also owned and operated Roberts
Party Store in Oregon for 10 years. With
that business, he also sponsored many
youth teams in the area.

In June of last year, Roberts was hon-
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ored with the dedication of the Tom Rob-
erts Pavilion at the Oregon Coontz Recre-
ation Complex.

James Scharer, a graduate of Libbey
High School, passed away March 30, 2024.
He played semi-pro football for the Toledo
Maroons, Toledo Stars and Toledo Torna-
does. After that career, he went on to coach
with the Oregon Rec for 15 years, and he
also coached football at Fassett Junior
High.

When Scharer was gravely ill, McNal-
ly said Dave Scharer reached out to him
and Ferguson, and the duo went to pay
their respects before he passed. While
doing so, Dave discovered that his father
had kept the jerseys from their sixth grade
championship basketball team in 1974.

“51 years ago, and he kept those jer-
seys,” McNally said. “That touched my
heart. And I wanted to do something. I
wanted those men to know what an impact
they had on me and my family.”

Thus, McNally reached out to Starr
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Elementary principal Tricia Soltesz, who
was very receptive and enthusiastic about
honoring them in some way. That eventual-
ly led to the donation of a framed piece of
art on May 21 with one of those old jerseys
as well as photos from their time playing
baseball, football and basketball for Starr
Elementary.

A small plaque inside the framed piece
read: In recognition of Coach Tom Roberts,
Coach Jim Scharer, and all the other coach-
es who selflessly donated their time for the
betterment of our students. Go Bulldogs.

“Well, the thing is, and this is kind of
the way I look at it, there were so many peo-
ple that played a part,” Dave Scharer said.
“Dad coached basketball, and Tom coached
football, and basketball, and baseball. Dad
helped with baseball. But there’s so many
people that helped to donate time, helped
us little ones. This just kind of represents
all of them.”

Dave Scharer and his friends went to
school in Oregon at schools such as Starr
Elementary, Coy Elementary, Clay Elemen-
tary and Jerusalem Elementary during a
different era before travel sports and AAU
dominated the landscape. Students from
those schools competed in the Oregon Rec
League.

The group on hand, which was part of
the 1974 Oregon Rec League championship
basketball team, spoke to fourth graders in
the cafeteria of Starr Elementary during a

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Walbridge council
discusses taxation
code update,
stormwater fund

The Village of Walbridge held its
latest council meeting on May 21, high-
lighted by discussion of a potential up-
date to the tax code and a stormwater
fee.

The current tax credit to each
municipality sits at one percent, and
Walbridge is looking to drop it to 0.75
or 0.50 percent. The proposal, which
would put the village more in line with
the rates of other local areas such as
Millbury, had its second reading at the
meeting.

“We’re not increasing the tax rate,
not changing our tax rate in that re-
spect, but just changing the credit,”
Walbridge mayor Ed Kolanko told The
Press two weeks ago. “You know, like
every community, we're starting to see
some costs going up, but our revenues
are staying pretty flat. We’'re looking
at different ways to do things to make
sure we can provide the services that
we do for our residents.”

The finance committee met on the
issue May 20, and there will be a third
reading at the next meeting on June 4 at
6:30 p.m.

Stormwater fund

Village council also discussed the
potential of establishing a stormwater
management fund, and council mem-
ber Karen Baron said that the finance
team believes would be a good thing to
get into place.

“It would actually be proactive to
get a budget in case there were large ex-
penses, let’s say some kind of street di-
saster,” she said. “Let’s say something
like a sinkhole (issue) that Toledo’s
having right now, which would incur
huge costs. Something like this fund
would help offset that.”

The fund would be specifically
earmarked for repairing storm sewers
maintenance and repairs.

Kolanko said a lot of other commu-
nities have this type of fund in place
already.

“It’s money that we’re generating to
help for a specific need,” he said. “So
whether that’s our MS4 permit that we have
to do annually, whether it’s to repair catch
basins, whether it’s when (village adminis-
trator Todd) Robson and his maintenance
crew are jetting lines on Martin ... anything
that’s related to it will be used for it.”

Kolanko said the potential tax rate
change and the stormwater fee aren’t nec-
essarily because of financial struggles, but
it’s more about being proactive.

“We’re being proactive, but we’re actu-
ally in a very strong financial position, bet-
ter than we have been in the past ten years
but it’s not wrong being proactive. Right
now we're pretty generous to be more in
line with other communities. This is for-
ward thinking because our costs are going
up and things of that nature.”

Having the stormwater fund, which
would appear on water bills, would also
assist with grant applications.

“If it’s a road grant, whether it’s a sew-
er grant, whether it’s a park grant, we have
to provide a statement of financial resourc-
es,” Kolanko said. “(They want to know)
how much money we have to set aside for
these kind of projects. So when it comes to
recreation, they want to see what kind of
recreation fund we have. When it comes
to streets, they want to see what our street
budget is. When it comes to stormwater
management, we don’t have one, so we
have to submit our general fund.

“And they’re going to look at it and
say, ‘You have a lot of money in your gen-
eral fund, you don’t score very high.” Other
places that have a stormwater management
fund set up score better than we do for
stormwater grants. By setting this up and
directing some money into that specific ac-
count will help us in the grant application
process. This is us trying to be proactive
and forward-thinking.”

POW flag

Lake Township trustee Lorie Davis and
local VFW post commander Jason Algar-
in donated a new POW flag to the village,
which will be raised at Veteran’s Park by
the library.

Railway Park playground update

The playground equipment upgrade at
Railway Park is progressing, and the actual
playground will extend almost to the gaze-
bo down by the hill. There will be a grand
opening, ribbon cutting type of ceremony
once the weather allows the completion of
the process.

“The footprint of that is going to be
about double than what it was before,” Ko-

lanko said.

New signage

After discussion over recent months
and cost estimations, council approved the
replacement of four signs around Walbridge
at a total cost of $31,064.85.

One will be a Welcome to Walbridge
sign coming in off I-280, and two others
will be for Loop Park and Railway Park. The

third one, an LED sign, will be for the front
of the administration building.

Kolanko said the current sign in front
of the building was brought over from their
old location on 111 N. Main Street, and he
estimates it to be at least 50-60 years old. He
added that the signs will have a consistent
look.

“We’re sprucing it up and making it
look more modern,” he said.

ceremony announcing the donation.

“This became a very, very special place
for me,” McNally said to the students. “All
of the gentlemen behind me, I met at that
point in my life. All of the gentlemen be-
hind me are still friends to this day. That’s
a very special thing.

“During that time, I also was mentored
by a couple of men that were coaches in
Oregon, Mr. James Scharer and Mr. Thom-
as Roberts. These guys coached basketball,
baseball, football. They dedicated so much
of their time and energy to the youth and
the students of this school.

“They gave so much and expected
nothing in return, except our best effort
and respect. And that’s what we did.”

Achter, who was drafted by the Minne-
sota Vikings in the ninth round of the 1983
NFL draft, shared the story of how he mar-
ried a daughter of Tom Roberts, and he also
had a message for the children.

“Don’t let anybody tell you can’t do
it,” he said. “Reach for the stars. I've been
lucky enough. I've been a part of that. And
it wouldn’t have been possible without the
help of all these people up here.

“This (framed piece) is going to go up
in the school, and you guys are going to
be able to look at this and say, ‘Oh, I know
so-and-so. I know this person. I know that
person.” Some of you may have a dad or a
grandpa that played at one of these schools.
And it’s neat. Listen to the stories.”

On hand for the event was Kathy Rob-
erts, Tom’s widow.

“It was awesome,” she said. “This
brings back a lot of memories from when
Tom used to coach and Mr. Scharer, they
both coached football together, and they
were good. They enjoyed themselves. They
loved the kids, and the kids loved them.

“It’s just special that they care enough
to honor him. If more men and boys would
have known about this, there would have
been a ton of men here. They all loved Tom.
They all respected him. And I know they
would be here.”

Roberts, Scharer and other mentors left
quite a legacy, and that was the message the
group of men tried to imprint on the fourth
graders.

“I want you to take a look at this group
of men up here,” Dave Scharer said. “All
these guys ... we’ve got park rangers, we've
got lawyers, we’ve got professional athletes,
we have business owners, we have political
leaders from this little group right here.

“We have doctors, this little group right

here, a doctor. All of them, sitting in seats
just like you were, and we all grew up to be
things. I'm a teacher, believe that or not, I
became a teacher. I really didn’t even like
school, (and) I became a teacher. You just
never know.

“We were so blessed to have all the
wonderful coaches that we had and all the
wonderful influences and teachers that we
had. They were wonderful, so when you're
getting down and you'’re thinking, man, I
can’t do this, (just remember) you can be-
come anything you want, because that’s
what happened here. Every one of us have
went on to have a successful career in the
different things that we did.”

Historical Society event honors Revolutionary War veterans

As America approaches its 250th an-
niversary in 2026, entities across Ohio are
honoring the state’s history and impact on
the nation.

On May 17, the Ottawa County Histor-
ical Society recognized the sacrifices of its
five Revolutionary War veterans during the
Ottawa County Daughters of the American
Revolution (DAR) America 250 Patriots
Marker Dedication Ceremony.

The patriots marker was installed at
the gravesite of Benajah Wolcott at the Wol-
cott Family Cemetery in Danbury Town-
ship.

The marker honors all five veterans:
Wolcott, Isaac Ambler, John Green, Israel
Harrington and John Clemons, Jr. It was
presented by the Sally De Forest Chapter of
DAR, the Ottawa County Historical Society
and the America 250 Ohio Commission in
honor of the 250th anniversary of the Unit-
ed States.

Lisa Hossler of the Ottawa County
Historical Society, who hosted the event,
spoke about the men’s bravery, sacrifice
and character.

“We are grateful for their service,”
said.

Ottawa County Commissioner Mark
Coppeler, who was one of the featured
speakers, said that some of the veterans
were very young when they joined the war
effort.

Wolcott was just 14 when he left home
and served for seven years. His regiment
encamped with George Washington and his
army at White Plains, N.Y., and Wolcott’s
regiment wintered in Morristown, N.J. in
1779 in conditions considered worse than

she

those endured at Valley Forge.

“I was struck by the ages of those who
enlisted,” Coppeler said. “That points out
just how important this war was. It was a
war for independence.”

Danbury Township Trustee David Hirt
also spoke at the event of the veterans’
bravery and the impact their sacrifice had
on America then and today.

“They secured our freedom so that we
have ‘one nation, under God, indivisible,
with liberty and justice for all,”” Hirt said.
“Those are the exact same principles that
Benajah Wolcott believed in when he chose
to enlist to fight in the revolutionary army.”

Jerilynn Scheele of the Norwalk Chap-
ter of Sally De Forest DAR traveled to

Danbury Township with members of the
chapter to help honor Ottawa County’s vet-
erans. She said DAR supports many causes,
including active duty military, veterans,
Wreaths Across America, and educational
programs for children. A key focus of the
group is historic preservation initiatives
like the dedication of the Patriot Marker at
Wolcott Family Cemetery.

“We’re here to honor the bravery and
dedication of the men and women who sac-
rifice for our country,” Scheele said.

The Ottawa County-America 250 Com-
mittee, under the direction of Linda Huber,
helped organize the event. The committee
was honored that AM-250 Ohio Commis-
sion Executive Director Todd Kleismit at-
tended the event.

Like Coppeler, Kleismit was surprised
at how young some of the veterans were
when they enlisted.

“Many who rolled up their sleeves
were very young,” he said. “This shows
how Ohio has contributed to the nation.”

Other speakers included David Lupien
of the Ohio Society of the Sons of the Amer-
ican Revolution, and retired Ottawa Coun-
ty Judge Paul Moon, a Wolcott descendent.
Dave Wolcott, also a Wolcott descendent,
and his wife, Cindy Wolcott, traveled from
their home in Columbus to attend the ded-
ication. Cindy said she is grateful that her
family is a part of such an impactful era of
American history.

“It’s quite an honor that they pur-
chased a plaque for the cemetery,” Dave
Wolcott said.

Events in the Toledo area over the past 200 years

May 25

1903: Great excitement is noted by many
as New York Central’s “Twentieth Cen-
tury” train reaches an average of 70 MPH
between Toledo and Elkhart, Ind., at times
hitting speeds near 90 MPH.

1901: Much excitement is generated by
news that oil is discovered on Middle Bass
Island.

1906: Toledo Police report that two men
are stabbed to death and another is near
death after an all-day drinking orgy of men,
women and boys at 215 Sycamore St. The
event is described in a newspaper account
as “disreputable part of the city.”

1919: Toledo patrolman William Bather
is shot and mortally wounded on Emerald
Avenue after he attempts to question three
stolen car suspects. He dies the next day.
The 29-year-old patrolman leaves behind a
wife and two children.

May 27

1862: Toledo Street Railway begins opera-
tion as horse-drawn streetcars start running
through the city.

1921: In a Fremont courtroom, during a
civil trial, two opposing attorneys get into a
brawl] before the bench of Judge Scott Stahl.
Others join in the melee before order is re-
stored.

1928: Race car driver Roy Goodwin is
killed in crash at Fort Miami Race Track in
Maumee.

1948: Genoa Attorney Lyman Chambers is
killed when his car is struck by a train at
the West Street crossing. Twenty-two years
before, his wife, Olive, was killed by a train
at the Main Street crossing.

1976: The new Lagrange School opens.

May 28

1902: On the main street of Cygnet, an oil
boom village in Wood County, witnesses
report that two men, Yank Robinson and
George Kersey fought a duel to the death
with Bowie knives over a woman. It is said
they had been long time enemies.

1908: It’s determined by the Lucas County
coroner that a Toledo man, Carroll Doubna,
died from shoe polish poisoning. He ap-
parently applied a black shoe polish that
contained cyanide in it. It bled through the
fabric of the shoe into his skin and he died
from the poison.

1911: Lion Store in Toledo selling new
screen doors starting at 69 cents each, and

ladies silk hosiery for 35 cents a pair.

1921: It’s reported that seven children in
Toledo have died from diphtheria during
the month of May. Three of them were chil-
dren at Stickney School in North Toledo.
1936: An investigation into the nefarious
“Black Legion” in Toledo reveals there are
more than 700 members of the racist group
divided into seven “companies” around the
city. Police say they don’t appear responsi-
ble for any acts of violence in Toledo. Alle-
gations are made that many members of the
group are Toledo police officers.

1961: Divine Word Seminary on River
Road near Perrysburg opens. It closed de-
cades later and is now the site of the Sanc-
tuary residential addition.

1970: After reports of armed gangs roaming
the streets, Toledo enacts tough new gun
laws that would ban anyone from carrying
firearms on public streets or in cars.

May 29

1837: The Toledo Fire Department formed
with volunteers.

1884: As hundreds of adults and children
watched, convicted ax-killer Wesley John-
son is publicly hanged in front of the Hen-
ry County Jail in Napoleon. They even sold
tickets to the hanging.

1892: First mass is held at present-day St.
Rose Catholic Church in Perrysburg.

1917: Anti-draft riots break out on the Lu-
cas County Courthouse lawn with several
people hurt or arrested.

1929: An illegal 500-gallon still explodes
in an apartment house in 1400 block of
Prouty. Two men and two women flee in
their night clothes after the explosion.
1938: Webber’s Tavern in Point Place
erupts into flames, forcing 400 patrons to
flee. Damage is estimated at $30,000.

May 30

1904: Sixteen boys at the Southeast Tole-
do School sew a “handsome” bed quilt and
give it to the janitor at the school as a pres-
ent.

1910: Toledo population now reported to
be 168,490.

1918: It’s revealed that a 14-year-old Toledo
boy, Ells G.Porterfield, has enlisted in the
U.S. Army Engineer Corps and is now serv-
ing his country.

1922: Toledo Police and dry agents raid
a home on Westwood near Swan Creek,
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and they say the residence contained two
100-gallon stills for brewing whiskey.
1940: Future Toledo mayor Carleton
“Carty” Finkbeiner is born.

1953: The newly formed Lucas County
Sheriff mounted posse is sworn in with 20
men and horses.

1972: Betty Mauk, the “Mother of Prom-
enade Park,” continues her tireless cam-
paign to promote the new riverfront park
in downtown Toledo and to offer crepes for
sale to park goers.

1980: President Jimmy Carter visits Toledo
on a campaign stop.

May 31

1928: Crowds gather outside the Toledo
Police Court, where 26-year-old Stanley
Hoppe of Elm Street is charged with the
murder of a seven-year-old girl, Dorothy
Szelagowski. She had been kidnapped sev-
eral days before and her body was found
on the front porch of her Palmer Street
home. Hoppe is found guilty and executed
later that year.

1935: More reports surface that aviator
Paul Redfern, married to Toledo woman
Gertrude Hillabrand, may still be alive in
the jungles of South America after he van-
ished on a solo flight to Brazil in 1927. De-
spite many attempts to find him, he is lost
to legend.

1939: The Aquarium at the Toledo Zoo
opens and is billed as the “largest freshwa-
ter aquarium in the world.”

1960: The court of appeals upholds the
conviction of Toledo businessman Bert Ka-
plan for violating Sunday “Blue Laws” by
opening his Family Fair stores on Sundays
in Toledo.

1976: Kip Boulis, a Perrysburg policeman,
drowns while trying to rescue a man and
his four children in Maumee River.

Unusual tree stolen
from Spiegel Grove
arboretum collection

An unusual tree was recently stolen
from the collection at Spiegel Grove, an ac-
credited arboretum and the grounds of the
Hayes Presidential Library & Museums in
Fremont.

Theft of the tiny bristlecone pine is a
crime, and Hayes Presidential staff have
reported the incident to Fremont police.
The tree was stolen around 1:30 a.m. on
Thursday, May 15. Spiegel Grove is closed
from dusk until dawn, so the culprit was
also trespassing.

The pine was the only one of its kind
at The Grove, which is a level II arboretum
accredited by Arbnet, and part of its collec-

tion of more than 1,700 trees. A level II ar-
boretum has more than 100 species of trees
and woody plants.

Bristlecone pines are among the old-
est-known living things on earth, and some
of them can live 4,000 to 5,000 years. The
one taken from Spiegel Grove was a seed-
ling planted in 2021 for Arbor Day.

During the holidays, the building and
grounds crew would decorate it with a
single red bulb, creating a “Charlie Brown
Tree” effect. The bristlecone pine was locat-
ed by the front parking lot and surrounded
by rocks to keep people from disturbing it.

It appears the culprit pulled it out of
the grounds and took it with them.

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Oak Harbor boys track and field team wins NBC title

Oak Harbor senior Tyler Thompson
was named the Northern Buckeye Confer-
ence’s Athlete of the Year, while his team-
mate, Wyatt Augsburger, earned the dis-
tinction of being the Athlete of the Meet as
the duo led the school’s boys track & field
team to a league title on May 16.

It was the third consecutive confer-
ence championship for the Rockets, and
the second in a row in the NBC. Oak Har-
bor finished with 139 points, just ahead of
Eastwood, which came in second with 133
points. Lake finished third and Genoa came
in fifth.

Thompson won the 100 meters in 11.3,
and he took second in the 400 in 49.78,
where he broke the meet record, as did the
winner Genoa’s Nathan Kesler, who ran
a 49.71. And in the 200, Thompson was
third in 22.95. He leaves the NBC with four
league records. In addition to winning the
400, Kesler came in second in the 200 in
22.93, and teammate R.J. Adkins was third
in the 100 in 11.49.

“(Thompson) has had a phenomenal
season. I think he’s had four or five meet
records,” Oak Harbor coach Andy Augs-
burger said. “He’s an NBC record holder,
he nearly broke the NBC record in the 400.
Kessler barely beat him out in the 400. “I
asked him to do something for the team,
which was run the 100, 200 and 400 and
possibly the 4x400 relay, and that’s the way
we could earn the most points. He probably
could’ve run the 4x100 and been Athlete of
the Meet.”

Wyatt Augsburger, a junior, broke two
records that had stood for at least a decade.
He won the 110 hurdles in 14.28, which
followed him breaking a 10-year record
held by Eastwood legend Devin Snowden.
Augsburger also finished first in the 300
hurdles in 38.12, which broke a record held
by Snowden for 12 years.

Augsburger finished second in the 100
in 11.21 and was part of the winning 4x100
relay team that included Micah Miller,
Ayden Gaskalla and Zavier Hess and fin-
ished in 43.60.

Eastwood’s Andre Lewis had a good
showing, finishing third in the 300 hurdles
in 40.14 and third in the 110 hurdles in
15.65.

In the shot put, Eastwood’s Hunter
Lauer had a throw of 52-01.50, and was
followed closely by Lake’s Matt Nietz, who
had a toss of 51-05.50. The two flipped
spots in the discus with Nietz winning
(154-09) and Lauer coming in second (152-
05). Oak Harbor’s Travis Bouyer was third
with a throw of 147-01.

Genoa’s Colby Ralston finished second
in the long jump with a leap of 21-08.00,
followed by Lake’s Brady Hayward (21-
04.00).

In the pole vault, Eastwood’s Hayden
Hoelter finished first with a jump of 13-
00.00, followed by teammate Cullen Shank,
who had a jump of 12-06.00. Oak Harbor’s
Blake Nickel lost a tiebreaker to Shank and
finished third.

Hayward came in second in the 110
hurdles in 15.49, and Eastwood’s Lewis fin-
ished third in 15.65. Lewis was also third
in the 300 hurdles in 40.14.

Lewis’ teammate, Dayquan Oliver,
won the 200 in 22.65.

Lake’s Micah Balsmeyer won the 3200

in 10:06.18 and came in third in the 1600
(4:40.67), 12 seconds behind his teammate,
Luke Steep, who won in 4:28.76.

Oak Harbor’s Bodee Miller finished
second in the 800 (1:58.40) and Eastwood’s
Henry Howard was third in 2:02.94.

In the relay, the Rockets took first in
the 4x200 in 1:31.85 with Nickel, Zavier
Hess, Kason Marshall and Micah Miller
getting the job done. The Eagles finished
first in 8:13.13 in the 4x800 relay and the
Comet quartet of Kesler, Luke Schimmo-

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Oak Harbor girls capture NBC team title, Little and Emch win multiple events

The Oak Harbor girls track and field
team captured the Northern Buckeye Con-
ference Championship on May 16.

The Rockets accumulated 163 points,
which was ahead of Eastwood in second
place with 129.5. Genoa and Lake finished
fourth and sixth, respectively, as a team.

Oak Harbor’s Olivia Cherry was the
Performer of the Meet for the track events,
and Bella Lake was the Co-Performer of the
Meet for the field events.

The Rockets won 11 straight San-
dusky Bay Conference titles from 2010-21,
but this group of seniors had never won a
league title.

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The j joy of marbles, or playlng for keeps

To put a fine point on just how things
have changed over the years, especially in
the chronicle of childhood experiences,
look no further than the humble game of
marbles.

Less than a century ago, the popular
pastimes for kids in the springtime includ-
ed flying kites and playing marbles.

Seven decades ago, when I was a boy
at Camper Elementary in Genoa, it was cus-
tomary for boys, and sometimes girls, about
the month of March, to bring a bag of color-
ful glass and stone marbles to school each
day and then at recess, we would begin the
games.

It was easy to find a collection of little
knots of children gathered around a circle,
usually etched into the mud, where marbles
play unfolded. Frequently, with great inten-
sity and serious eyes, we often played “for
keeps,” meaning if your “shooter” could
knock someone’s marble out of the circle, it
was yours to keep.

It was very cool if you managed to score
a coveted “aggie,” “glassie” or “cat’s eye.”

The reward, besides the inherent brag-
ging rights, seemed to be the joy of this so-
cial interaction itself in this perennial rite
of spring - a reminder that warmer days lie
ahead.

I don’t recall that we had any big tour-
naments in Genoa, but I know in Toledo in
the 1920s to 1940s, the local newspapers
not only held regular “Mibs” tournaments
around the city and region, but winners
would move on to state and national com-
petition, which to those “Mibsters” with

good eyes and steady hands was a source of
competitive pride.

I don’t know if kids still bring mar-
bles to school anymore, or if they are even
allowed, but I do know that marbles, or
“Mibster” tournaments, are still happening.
There is a National Marbles Tournament
every June in Wildwood, N.J., the marbles
Mecca of America that boasts a marbles
museum and the National Marbles Hall of
Fame.

In 2023, Wildwood celebrated its 100th
anniversary of the first games, celebrating a
first year that witnessed some three million
children take part in marble’s competition
across the country. Young 14-year-old Har-
lin McCoy, a boy from Columbus, Ohio won
the national title on June 19, 1923 after de-
feating little Sammy Schnieder of St. Louis,
the regional monarch of “glassies” in a 6-4

series of games that were followed by na-
tional sport reporters like it was the PGA.
The victory for McCoy, the son of
an Ohio railroad switchman, was a huge
achievement and the honor netted him a
gold watch, a lifetime circus pass, and other
sundry treasures. But this proud new mar-
ble king also garnered headlines and a wave
of newsprint from all across the country.
McCoy told reporters the victory made
him happy, but most of all, he was “happy
for his Mom and Pop.”
A better Mibs King there never was.
The National Marbles Tournament is
held every year the week after Father’s Day
in June and winners now receive thousands
of dollars in scholarships and other prizes.
It’s open to children between the ages of
7-14.
