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The Hunt for Wet October

Record rainfall follows September heat wave

MARSHFIELD - After record temperatures scorched
central Wisconsin throughout much of September, record
amounts of rain took their toll on the area in October.

Rain that fell during a 24-hour period spanning Oct. 24
and 25 at the Marshfield Agricultural Research Station
broke the record for precipitation. Officials measured 2.4
inches at the Yellowstone Drive weather station Oct. 24,
plus an additional 0.09 inches before 7 a.m. Oct. 25, for a 24-
hour total of 3.1 inches. That shattered the previous record
of 1.59 inches established Oct. 24, 1975.

Marshfield was certainly not alone. Officials in Vesper
recorded a two-day total of 4.65 inches, while Stratford
picked up 4.11 inches. Portions of Clark County exceeded
the four-inch mark as well.

“Along the north end of the county, kinda along the
Highway 29 area, it was anywhere between three to
four-and-a-half inches,” said Clark County Emergency |
Management Director Jason Thornton, during our Oct.
26 conversation, as much of the rain was ending across
the area. “And I think that four, four-and-a-half inches is
probably pretty standard throughout the whole county.”

Thornton said all that rain led to sporadic flash flooding,
which washed out town roads in many parts of the county. . e = & _— i it Tl r o

Marshfield 150 for 150: Karen Rau

NOMINATED BY MAPS VOLUNTEERS

Marshfield has always held a special place in Karen
Rau’s heart. A proud native and Columbus High School
alumna, she fondly recalls growing up in the community.
Some of her favorite childhood memories include riding
her bike to Hefko Pool on hot summer days and stopping at
Dairy Queen for ice cream on the way home. And if there
was an animal that needed rescuing along the way, Karen
was stopping to help.

This compassion for animalslaid the foundation for what
would become her defining mission: starting Marshfield
Area Pet Shelter (MAPS). As an adult, Karen aspired to
create a haven for homeless animals in Marshfield, a
place that, surprisingly, the city had never had before.
Emotional visits to the previous holding facility for stray
cats and dogs made her realize that the community needed
to do better for local animals.

After her mom passed away in 2011, Karen felt moved
to do something she would be proud of, so she pursued
her dream of starting a shelter for Marshfield. It was a
deeply personal mission, driven by love and the desire to
create something meaningful. The inaugural community
meeting, where Karen shared her vision, was a turning
point. After witnessing how many people showed up to
hear more about her cause, she was inspired because many
other caring individuals wanted the same dream she did.

The path to creating the Marshfield Area Pet Shelter was
not without its challenges. At the beginning, the shelter
was little more than an idea, and building credibility in
the community was a formidable task. With Karen as
the leader, a group of volunteers spread the word and
the shelter’s reputation grew. With determination and
resilience, they overcame these initial hurdles.

A significant breakthrough came when the shelter
established its adoption center at the mall, capturing the

attention of local businesses and the City of Marshfield.
This strategic move catapulted MAPS onto the radar
of city officials, who eventually offered the old airport
terminal building as a temporary shelter in 2015. The
shelter then took over the city’s stray animal contracts.
Momentum was building.

Karen's relentless efforts and the support of the
community culminated in a major achievement: raising
$1.2 million to construct the shelter’s permanent home.
In August 2020, the dream Karen had nurtured for so long
became a reality as they moved into their new facility.
Karen left her job at Marshfield Medical Center to become
the shelter’s first Executive Director, a role she maintains
to this day.

Karen'’s involvement with animal welfare has not gone
unnoticed. Her dedication has been recognized at the local,
state, and national levels. In December 2014, Karen was
awarded the prestigious Jefferson Award for her efforts.
She has also been named one of Marshfield’s “People
of the Year” in both 2015 and 2019, and was featured on
the cover and in the pages of YOU Magazine in 2017.
Additionally, she was highlighted on the popular program
Inside Edition in April 2019. Though the recognitions are
appreciated, Karen is most proud of the relationships
she’s made along the way.

The shelter has not only transformed the lives of
countless animals but has also had a profound impact on
the staff members and the 40-plus volunteers who have
dedicated their time and energy to the cause. Lasting
friendships have blossomed among individuals who share
a deep passion for animal welfare.

Looking to the future, Karen maintains her commitment
to the mission she holds so dear. Her next dream is a
low-cost spay and neuter clinic, a goal that reflects her
unyielding dedication to the welfare of animals, even as
she recognizes the challenges ahead.

Karen Rau’s journey as a passionate advocate for
animals has left an indelible mark on Marshfield. Her
commitment, determination, and love for her community
and its animals serve as an inspiring testament to the
transformative power of one person’s vision. As Marshfield
celebrates 150 years, Karen’s legacy as an advocate for
animal welfare stands as a remarkable and celebrated part
of the community’s history.

“County Highway M over by
Rock Dam, we got a spot there that, when we get a lot of
rain, it’s actually the watershed runoff from Mead Lake, so
when we get a lot of rain there, that floods all the time. And
then, I know County Highway P, kinda between Owen and
Curtiss there, that was closed (Oct. 24).”

Thornton said parts of Clark County were also not
immune from the brief but heavy hail storms which hit the
region the morning of Oct. 25.

“Just north of Neillsville we had golf ball-sized hail,”
he told Hub City Times. “But it was weird because it was
a mile north of Neillsville, but they didn’t get anything in
Neillsville.”

Marshfield was hit with two rounds of quarter- and
golf ball-sized hail Oct. 24, as part of intense weather
systems that rolled across Wisconsin, prompting severe
thunderstorm and flash flood warnings.

The volatile three-day deluge followed 2.08 inches which
fell in Marshfield Oct. 13. The Marshfield Ag Station
recorded rain a dozen different days in October. That
compares with seven in May, eight in June, thirteen in July,
ten in August and twelve in September — a month which
also ushered in record heat.

Two Marshfield records were broken over the Labor Day
weekend.

The 90-degree reading Sept. 2 did not break the record
high for the date of 94, set in 1929. However, 98-degree
readings Sept. 3 broke the old record of 94 established back
in 1929. And the 93 degrees we experienced Sept. 4 was
enough to surpass the previous record of 92 established in
1925. The record-high temperature for Sept. 5—93 degrees in
1922 - is still on top, after this year’s reading of 89 fell short.
