After the news of  former President Jimmy Carter’s 
death broke last month, Rhinelander High School 
(RHS) teacher Wil Losch followed the coverage and felt 
inspired to share Carter’s “extraordinary” life with his 
history and consturction students when they returned 
from winter break.

What stood out the most was Carter’s involvement 
with Habitat for Humanity, a nonprofi t organization 
dedicated to building homes for people in need. 

For three years, juniors and seniors in Losch’s resi-
dential construction class have partnered with the 
Northwoods Habitat for Humanity and served as the 
primary volunteer group to construct a Rhinelander 
home.

“What impressed me about Habitat’s mission and 
Carter’s legacy is that it’s the epitome of  giving a hand 
up, not a handout,” Losch said. “Carter’s life and our 
collaboration with Habitat are about serving others. I 
remind the students of  this regularly.”

Last week, Losch invited Dave Havel, the executive di-
rector of  the Northwoods Habitat, to his class to give a 
presentation on Carter’s contributions to the organiza-
tion, which the former president has volunteered with 
since 1984.

Afterward, the students returned to the construction 
site, where they are daily, even on cold January days.

This year, they’re working on a house on Coolidge 
Avenue, next to the high school. 

The collaboration is a win-win situation for the com-
munity, with students learning valuable trade skills 
while building homes for area families. It’s a personal 
experience, too, as the students have met the future 
homeowner they’re building for.

Losch credits RHS grad Ann Sorensen, now the con-
struction manager at the Northwoods Habitat, for the 
success of  the collaboration. She took the same residen-
tial construction class as a student, proving its infl uence.

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And Losch’s desire to share information about the 
39th president with his students proves how much 
Carter infl uenced him. 

“I have long admired Carter,” he said. “As a long-
time history teacher, he’s come up as a leader when we 
study the post-Vietnam era. Of  course, he remained in 
the public eye with a prolifi c post-presidency — Nobel 
Peace Prize winner, Habitat for Humanity promoter, 
author, and activist.”

While Carter’s o©  cial state funeral occurred Jan. 9 
in Washington, DC, and he will be buried in his home 
state of  Georgia, his legacy is alive and well in the 
Northwoods.

The Wisconsin Department of  Transportation (DOT) 

will hold a public involvement meeting on Wednesday, 
Jan. 22, at 5 p.m., at Northwoods Community Elementary 
School in Harshaw to share proposed alternatives for an 
improvement project on Hwy 51 and the Hwy K/Swamp 
Lake Road intersection in Nokomis and Cassian.

To reduce the number and severity of  crashes at 
the intersection, the DOT is considering constructing 
north- and southbound left-turn lanes and a north-
bound right-turn lane; constructing north- and south-
bound left-turn lanes; a northbound o� set right-turn 
lane; and a raised median on the Hwy K approach.

The meeting will also discuss constructing a multi-
lane roundabout with two-lane approaches on north- 
and southbound Hwy 51 and single-lane approaches on 
Hwy K and Swamp Lake Road.

Construction is currently scheduled for 2027. During 
construction, Hwy 51 is expected to remain open to traf-
fi c, but tra©  c impacts will depend on the alternative 

selected.
A short presentation is planned for 5 p.m.; the re-

mainder of  the meeting will follow an open-house for-
mat. The public is encouraged to attend the meeting to 
listen to the discussion, ask questions of  project sta� , 
and provide input.

Northwoods Community Elementary School is locat-
ed at 9086 Hwy K in Harshaw.

The meeting facility is wheelchair accessible. Hard-
of-hearing, deaf, deaf-blind, or those with a speech dis-
ability needing accommodations should contact the 
Wisconsin Telecommunication Relay Service via 711 at 
least three days before the meeting.

Health department o� ers radon test kits

During National Radon Action Month, the Oneida 
County Health Department (OCHD) urges homeown-
ers, schools, and property owners to test for radon, 
the second leading cause of  lung cancer after cigarette 
smoking, according to the OCHD.

Throughout January, the OCHD will o� er discounted 
radon test kits for $13, including postage for mailing the 
kit for results. 

The Wisconsin Department of  Health (DHS) ex-
plained radon as a colorless, odorless gas that can seep 
into homes through the foundation and be deadly at 
high levels. However, radon is easy to test, and leaks 
can be fi xed. 

In Wisconsin, 1 in 10 homes has elevated levels.
“Protect your family, test your home for radon,” 

OCHD o©  cer Linda Conlon said.
“Indoor radon levels tend to increase during the cold-

er months, so now is the perfect time to test your home 

or building for radon if  you haven’t before,” added DHS 
State Health O©  cer Paula Tran.   

OCHD said that while radon can a� ect anyone, chil-
dren are especially vulnerable because of  their faster 
breathing and smaller lungs. Since March 2023, licensed 
childcare providers in Wisconsin have had to test for 
radon and install mitigation systems if  levels are high. 
The DHS recommends that schools test for radon every 
fi ve years or after signifi cant renovations.

Regardless of  the age of  the structure, any house or 
building, including apartments and commercial build-
ings, can be at risk for high radon levels. 

The test kits are easy to use and available at 100 W. 
Keenan St. in Rhinelander, Mondays to Fridays, 8 a.m. 
to 4:30 p.m. The public can visit the o©  ce during open 
hours and ask for a radon test kit. No appointment is 
necessary.
