A former Hodag found himself in the international
spotlight recently.

Twenty-one-year-old Arik Beske is a Rhinelander
High School graduate and a member of the U.S. Army’s
0Old Guard in Washington, DC.

Earlier this month, he had the honor of keeping
watch over former President Jimmy Carter’s casket
while his body lay in state at the U.S. Capitol, part of
his six-day funeral. He also marched at Donald Trump’s
inauguration Jan. 20.

While his parents, Jon and Bethany Beske, who work
in the Rhinelander School District, are proud, they’re
not surprised.

“He always wanted to be in the military,” his father
Jon said. “When he was in probably fifth or sixth grade,
he’s like, T'm going to be in the Army.” And he stuck
with it, and it got to the point where he was like, ‘I don’t
know if I want to do anything else, so I'm going to join
the Army.””

When he turned 18, he did just that and left for boot
camp at Fort Benning (now called Fort Moore) in
Georgia almost immediately after high school gradua-
tion in June 2022.

After “turning green” or completing basic training,
Jon said Arik wanted to be airborne and then go to
ranger school after that, but he “fit the build” for The
0Old Guard, which is in DC.

“They said, ‘No, you’re going to go do Old Guard,
which is basically, you're part of the funerals and cer-
emonies at Arlington National Cemetery,” Jon said.

Now based at Fort Myer, Arik has been a part of his-
torical events. Last year, he was on the 21-gun salute
squad at the funeral of Arthur J. Gregg, the first African
American lieutenant general buried at Arlington. But

SDR to hold presentations
ahead of referendum

The School District of Rhinelander will host two
community presentations with information about the
upcoming operational referendum Wednesday, Feb.
19, from 9-10 a.m. in the Hodag Dome and Wednesday,
March 12, from 6-7 p.m. in the Rhinelander High School
Commons.

The goal of the presentations is to inform the commu-
nity about all aspects of the referendum ahead of the
spring election April 1.

According to the district, if approved, it will be able to
exceed its revenue limit by an additional $3 million per
year in the 2025-26 and 2026-27 school years.

Once the current referendum expires in 2027, the dis-
trict would then be able to exceed its revenue limit by $7
million in the 2027-28 and 2028-29 school years.

In total, the district would exceed its revenue limit by
$7 million each of the next four years.

Carter’s funeral was his first huge, internationally
watched event.

“With President Carter, we’ve just been waiting. He
had been in hospice ever since Arik got to DC. Every
time he came home on leave, we were always wondering
if he would get called back,” Jon said.

That day came this past winter break after Carter
passed away on Dec. 29, 2024, at the age of 100. Arik
was in Rhinelander at the time. “He got called back at

Christmas, but we had him for a week and a half before
he had to return,” Jon said.

When Jon asked his son why the Army picked him as
one of The Old Guard members to stand beside Carter’s
casket while the public paid respects, he said, “We’ve
been here the longest, and we know what we’re doing.”

Overall, Jon said Arik downplays the whole thing.
“From his perspective, he’s just doing his job,” he
said. “But hearing the support of all the people here,
throughout the school district and everybody who
found out, saying, ‘that’s a huge deal and honor’... we’re
just really proud of him.”

Once soldiers moved Carter’s body from the Capitol
to the cathedral, Arik had a day and a half off before
beginning preparations for Donald Trump’s inaugura-
tion, where he planned to march along with the rest of
Fort Myer.

Accomplishments aside, Jon said Arik’s still a small-
town kid who always looks forward to coming home.

“When he comes home, it’s visiting friends, visiting
with us and my folks, who live in town, too,” Jon said.
“It’s a decompression kind of thing. He wants to go to
Culver’s because they don’t have a Culver’s in DC. He
wants me to make him pizza; he wants to sit around a

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Anglers asked to prevent
spread of AlS this winter

The Wisconsin Department of
Natural Resources (DNR) asks anglers
to help prevent the spread of aquatic
invasive species (AIS) while fishing this
winter.

Even in harsh winter conditions, an-
glers can transport AIS and fish diseas-
es from one lake or river to another by
emptying water from bait buckets and
fish containers.

When lake or river water is added to
these containers, diseases such as viral
hemorrhagic septicemia or critters like
tiny spiny water fleas and zebra mussel
larvae may be along for the ride.

That’s why anglers should drain all
lake and river water from bait buckets
on site before leaving.

Putting used bait back into a con-
tainer could also increase the risk of
spreading AIS.

Wisconsin fishing regulations state
that up to two gallons of water may
be used for transporting minnows. As
long as no lake or river water has been
added to the container, minnows may
be used on a different waterbody.

If lake or river water was added, the
minnows cannot be used at other fish-
ing locations and should be disposed of
before going to a new site. Never dis-
pose of unwanted bait in a lake or river,
and dispose of any worms in a closed

container in the trash.

Minnows can only be purchased
from a licensed Wisconsin bait dealer.
No other fish can be held in the min-
now container, and dead bait must be
preserved in ways that do not require
freezing or refrigeration.

Before leaving fishing spots, remove
any mud or plant material clinging to
gear, including sleds used to haul sup-
plies. Some invasive aquatic plants
flourish under the ice, like curly-leaf
pondweed and Eurasian watermilfoil.
Invasive critters like the spiny water
flea larvae hide in the mud, and zebra
mussels often hitch rides on plants.

Before and after dropping a line, pro-
tect the fishing future by doing the fol-
lowing to prevent the spread of aquatic
invasive species. Remember to:

Inspect all fishing equipment for at-
tached aquatic plants, animals, or mud.

Remove all attached plants or
animals.

Drain all water from buckets and
containers.

Never move live fish away from a
waterbody.

Dispose of unwanted bait in the
trash.

Looking Past;
Looking Forward

Dear Reader,

When the love of your
life dies, the impact is
profound and life-alter-
ing. The grief can feel as
though it will never sub-
side, and the absence of
that person—your part-
ner in all things—casts
a shadow over even the
smallest moments of your
day. The process of losing
them, from illness or sud-
den tragedy to the final goodbye, is one of life’s greatest
challenges.

After the funeral is over, the loneliness often sets
in deeply. Friends and family may surround you for
a time, offering kindness and support, but eventually,
their lives pull them back to their routines. And there
you are, left to grapple with the silence.

Many who experience such a loss have shared how
the grief feels inescapable. The memories you shared
with your spouse linger everywhere—in your home,
your daily habits, and even in the way you think about
the world. The ache is particularly acute when some-
thing good or bad happens, and you instinctively want
to share it with them.

There is no one-size-fits-all answer to coping with
such loss. Each person’s grief is unique, shaped by the
depth of the relationship and the individual personality
of the one left behind. However, here are some thoughts
that may offer comfort and guidance as you navigate
this painful journey.

First, take it one day at a time. It’s simple advice,
but it holds profound wisdom. In the early days, just
getting out of bed and facing the world can feel like a
monumental task. Allow yourself to move at your own
pace. Don’t rush the grieving process or feel pressured
to “move on” too quickly. Healing is not linear, and it’s
okay to have days when the sorrow feels overwhelming.

It’s important to lean on others—but also seek to re-
build. Family and friends can provide crucial support,
but their lives will naturally continue, and you may find
yourself needing to rebuild parts of your own. Consider
joining a grief support group where others who’ve ex-
perienced similar losses can share their insights and
struggles. Knowing you’re not alone in your feelings
can be deeply reassuring.

Over time you can find new meaning and purpose.
Though it feels impossible at first, try to slowly re-
engage with the world. Take up an activity or explore
something you’ve always been curious about. Join a
class in art, writing, or history. Volunteer with an or-
ganization that aligns with your values. If you're physi-
cally able, activities like yoga, gardening, or walking in
nature can offer both physical and emotional relief.

You may find some healing in honoring your loved
one’s memory. Create a ritual or space where you can
remember and celebrate your spouse. It might be a
small garden, a photo album, or even a weekly moment
of reflection. This helps keep them present in your life
in a way that feels healthy and comforting, rather than
overwhelming.

But don’t remain in a constant state of sorrow. Your
loved one wouldn’t want that. While they may no longer
be physically by your side, their love and influence live
on in you. Embracing life doesn’t mean forgetting them;
it means carrying their memory with you as you find
joy again.

Take heart, dear reader. Though the journey of loss
is painful, it’s also a testament to the love you shared.
Grief is a long and winding road, but it does not mean
your own story is over. It’'s a new chapter—one you
didn’t ask for, but one in which you can still find mean-
ing, connection, and even hope.
