Campfire
Safety

Sitting under the stars by a crackling fire has its appeal. It’s where stories
are told, sing-a-longs happen, and meals are cooked over an open flame.
Campfires bring family and friends together. But campfire mishaps can
cause injuries. With a few safety tips, you can prevent these accidents.

Before setting up a campfire, be sure it
is permitted. Check with your local fire
department.
If campfires are permitted, they need
to be at least 25 feet away from any
structure and anything that can burn.
Clear away dry leaves and sticks,
overhanging low branches and shrubs.
Avoid burning on windy, dry days. It is
easier for open burning to spread out
of control when it is windy and dry.
Watch children while the fire is burning.
Never let children or pets play or stand
too close to the fire.
Attend to the campfire at all times.
A campfire left alone for only a few
minutes can grow into a damaging fire.
Keep a campfire small which is easier
to control.
Never use gasoline or other flammable
or combustible liquids.
Always have a hose, bucket of water,
or shovel and dirt or sand nearby
to put out the fire. Make sure to put
it completely out before leaving the site.
If your clothes catch fire, stop, drop,
and roll. Stop, drop to the ground and
cover your face with your hands. Roll
over and over or back and forth until
the fire is out.
Treat a burn right away. Cool the burn
with cool water for 3 to 5 minutes.
Cover with a clean, dry cloth. Get
medical help if needed.

SAFETY AROUND THE FIRE

If roasting marshmallows,
help young children.
Never shake a roasting
marshmallow. It can turn
into a flying, flaming ball.
A heated metal skewer can
cause burns.

New plans, historical
preservation

STEVENS POINT – On March 27 the city hosted

two public meetings to present plans and answer com-

munity questions regarding the future propo
sed renova-

tions of Zeno� and Goerke Parks.
Dan Kremer, Director of Parks, Recreation, and For-

estry, presented drafts to the community of possible ren-

ovations for the 16.5-acre Zeno� Park. Draft A would

include a new 200’/215’/200’ synthetic turf softball

�eld with lighting, 750 new seats of bleachers, 200 ad-

ditional parking spots and more. Kremer said of Draft

A: “To build a �eld of this magnitude, it would require

acquisition of one acre, or a little more, of Moose Lodge.

�at’s ultimately their choice, and it may never happen.

It comes down to if a deal can be worked out.” Kremer

later stated the city has not yet been told w
hat the Moose

Lodge would like to do in regards to possible land ac-

quisition.
Draft B examines the idea of, rather than adding a

new �eld to Zeno�, enhancing and renovating one of

the three existing �elds. Draft B includes the renovation

of synthetic turf of one �eld, 750 new bleacher seats, re-

placement of �eld lighting and more. Kremer said feed-

back received prior to the March 27 meetings has leaned

towards support in building a fourth �eld i
n Zeno� Park.

Goerke Park currently sits at 29 acres. Several of the

park’s features are original to it’s 1930s roots such as the

Parker Building, the Rec Center, and the grass overªow

parking that becomes the ice rink in winter, which Kre-

mer explained is a feature to Goerke that been grandfa-

thered in. Grass overªow parking is no longer permis-

sible in the city of Stevens Point for businesses; the
refore

upgrades to businesses such as those propos
ed for Goerke

would require paved parking lots.
�e Goerke Park meeting began with a nearly �lled

room. Kremer began by showing previous drafts of pos-

sible renovations, explaining that there is
not yet a �nal

draft. “A project of this magnitude can take decades,”

said Kremer. “Some of the biggest things—like an aquat-

ic center—if you ask me today, I think something is go-

ing to happen with outdoor aquatic center.
Our commu-

nity has been pretty loud about doing something there.

Other elements might never happen. �ere may be other

improvements we haven’t even arrived at yet. �ere are

going to be changes coming and those are based on the

feedback we’re going to be receiving.”
�e most recent draft from Feb. 2025 shows fea-

tures added to Goerke such as an inªatable dome over

a synthetic �eld, an aquatics area, new parking lots, and
