Voters say No to library district

MASSENA — The Massena
Public Library’s attempt to transi-
tion to a school district library has
failed.

This is the second time since
2020 that voters have shot down
the idea, this time by a margin of
961-502.

In arelease, Board of Trustees
President Joseph Savoca said the
library will push forward and
continue to serve the public as a
municipal library.

“We hope that more people have

come to realize the continuing val-
ue the library provides to individu-
als and the community through its
resources and activities. Though
this proposition to form and fund
a library district was not approved,
the library will continue as a
municipal library with an annual
allocation from the Town of Mas-
sena. The library looks forward to
working with the town to explore
options to adequately fund the
library,” he said.

The vote ends a contentious time
in Massena, with individuals on
both sides of the argument pas-
sionately making their argument

for or against the proposition.

Library officials had said that
they were seeking a $679,990 bud-
get, an increase from the $504,133
appropriated by the town of Masse-
na and the $9,000 from Louisville
this year.

That didn't sit well with voters
in Brasher, Louisville and Norfolk,
with many sending letters to the
editor in opposition. Signs were
posted in yards and along the
highway in those communities that
stated “Vote no on the library tax.”

Library officials had said the
increase would have been for
expected expenses

Gity property sale
part of larger
tlevelopment plan

OGDENSBURG -- Ogdensburg
has approved the sale of 17 Main
Street parcel B to At the Docks,
LLC., owned by Chris Frary for
$5,000.

The property sale is part of a
larger vision by At the Docks.

In February Frary said that an
agreement has been signed with
Wyndham Hotels as part of a
plan to restore the former Rama-
da Inn. The plan includes a host
of other improvements including
a revamping of the Tiki Bar and a
restaurant and event center along
with additional boat docks.

The parcel B property sale
was stuck in limbo for nearly two
years following a messy land sale
agreement that the previous city
council and Frary failed to close
in a timely fashion.

Although the city did not
share or discuss the development
plans that led to the sale, Mayor
Michael Tooley noted that the

sale included a restrictive cove-
nant that requires the complete
construction of the project within
two years from the date of closing
and provides the city to option

to buy the property back should
construction not be complete at
that time.

The property and the adjacent
parcel A has been at the center of
a failed development proposal.
Parcel A had been returned to
the city by Billy Hosmer, who had
originally hoped to open a brew-
ery there, but sold back after he
found an alternate location that
was suitable.

At the Docks had hoped to pur-
chase parcel A, but that proposal
was ultimately rejected by the city
following a lengthy private dis-
cussion at a March city council
meeting.

In March Mayor Michael Tool-
ey told the public the proposal
was rejected because it didn’t
mesh with the city’s vision for

LAWRENCE — State police say a welfare check ended tragically on Sun-
day.

Troopers responded to Water Street shortly before 10 a.m. that day to
conduct a welfare check. Once on scene, police made contact with the indi-
vidual people were concerned about.

Massena fire rescues 35 dogs
from house fire, two dogs lost

MASSENA -- A structure fire of a
single family residence at 39 Spruce
Street seemed like an average call
until fire and rescue crews began to
remove dogs from the structure.

Massena fire responded to the
call around 7:30 p.m. on May 20,
with assistance from Massena Res-
cue, Massena Police, Norfolk Fire,
Norfolk Rescue, Liberty Utilities
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and Massena Electric.

“It would have been a pretty
standard fire call but with so many
dogs involved it required a lot more
man power,” Massena Fire Chief Pat
O’Brien said.

What was first thought to be 10
to 12 dogs turned out to be 37, he
said.

“We had eight in the front lawn
and another 12 in the back lawn.
When we got to 20 we thought for
sure that was it,” he said.

According to O’Brien, he didn’t
think the owner of the property
even knew how many dogs he had.

“We just kept pulling them out.
They weren’t small dogs either,
most were Australian cattle dogs or
a similar breed,” he said.

With so many dogs on scene,
O’Brien said he was forced to call
in Norfolk firefighters for interior
work. They were previously stand-
ing by at the Massena Fire Station.

Once Norfolk came on scene,
Louisville Fire was called in to
backfill at the station.

“It was a very labor intensive,
manpower intensive call. Had it
not been for so many dogs it would
have been a pretty average fire call,”
O’Brien said.

The single family cottage-style

home was too small for so many
dogs, O’Brien said.

After all was said and done, 37
dogs were retrieved from the fire
with 35 saved.

“Unfortunately we did lose two.
They were in the room where the
fire started, so they likely perished
pretty quickly,” he said.

O’Brien said the dogs were very
lucky that one Massena firefighter
is trained in animal CPR.

“He was on scene and I had to
take him off interior work to help.
Many of them came out in rough
shape and barely breathing. We got
them oxygen and water and they
pulled through,” he said.

O’Brien said saving 35 of 37 dogs
was a significant feat for the depart-
ment.

“It was a lot of work, a lot of man-
power to pull that off,” he said.

O’Brien said the cause of the fire
was a malfunctioning dryer, with
the fire deemed an accident.

“The owner told us he had been
dealing with a malfunctioning dry-
er for a while. Unfortunately it led
to the fire,” O’Brien said.

Though the fire is being ruled
accidental, O’Brien said it will auto-
matically be sent to code review due
to the loss of life of two dogs.

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SLC voters approve school district
budgets, elect hoard members

Voters approved budgets at St.
Lawrence County schools and elect-
ed school board members on Tues-
day, May 21.

Massena school district voters
approved the budget (see story at
right), but turned down a proposal
to convert the town-operated Mas-
sena public library into a school dis-
trict library (see page one story).

In nearby St. Regis Falls, district
residents voted down the budget.

Below are results from local
schools districts.

Ogdenshurg

Ogdensburg City School district
voters passed a $55.2 million budget
that keeps spending and taxes flat
196-35.

Doug Loffer and Ron Johnson,
who were both running unopposed,
were elected to the school board
with 185 and 207 votes respectively.

Johnson will be serving his
fourth term, while Loffer will be
serving his first.

The total amount being raised by
taxpayers this year is $10,598,000
million.

The budget keeps all of the
school’s existing programs.

Last year a change in assess-
ments and a decision to keep the
levy flat led to a substantial drop in
the tax rate from $27.49 to $22.29
per $1,000 of assessed value.

Superintendent Kevin Kendall
offered appreciation to those who
voted.

Brasher Falls Central

Brasher Falls district voters
approved a $31.6 million budget
that raises taxes 2.2%. The vote was
270-46.

The total increase in the tax levy
is $118,642 and the total amount
being raised by taxpayers this year
is $4,536.027.

Proposition Two asked voters
to approve the purchase of three
school buses and one student trans-
portation vehicle. It also passed,
254-63.

Voters authorized the creation of
a Capital Reserve for future capital
projects in an ultimate amount not
to exceed $2,500,000, by a vote of
260-50.

There were two vacant five-year
seats up for grabs. Julie Carvel-Lib-
erty (182 votes) and Sue Anne
Hourihan (124 votes) were elected.
Catherine Henry received 117 votes,
Lance St. Hilaire 77 votes and Lance
Moulton 66 votes each.

Madrid-Waddington

Madrid-Waddington Central dis-
trict voters approved a $20.9 million
budget that raises taxes 2.87%. The
budget passed 130-9.

The total increase in the tax levy
is $137,517. The budget is 1.3%, or
$261,793 higher than last year,

school officials said.

A proposition for a 72-passenger
bus and one 24-passenger handi-
cap-accessible bus were approved
130-8.

There are two Board of Education
seats open this year. Two incum-
bents, Bruce Durant and Robert
Smith, were reelected with 127 and
123 votes respectively.

A vote for a capital overlay project
not to exceed $100,000 also passed,
131-7. The project would go toward
new windows in the elementary
wing,

Salmon River

Salmon River Central School Dis-
trict voters approved the district’s
$38.67 million 2024-25 budget pro-
posal, the purchase and finance of
student transport vehicles and a $16
million solar array capital project.
Residents also elected three board
of education members.

The $38,673,194 budget for the
2024-25 school year increases
spending 4.84% ($1,787,107) and
carries a tax levy increase of 2%. It
passed 89 yes; 39 no

Purchasing and financing student
transport vehicles at a total cost not
to exceed $800,000 passed 92 yes;
36 no.

A project consisting of the con-
struction and installation of an
approximately 16 acre, 5-megawatt
solar array at a total maximum
estimated cost of $16 million also
passed, 78 yes; 48 no

Two candidates sought election to
three open board of education seats
and were elected:

Agnes (Sweets) Jacobs: 103 votes

Shelley Jacobs: 97 votes

Write-in candidate PJ Burns
received 22 votes and was elected to
the third open board of education
seat.

The terms are five years each,
beginning July 1, 2024.

Heuvelton Central

Voters in the Heuvelton Central
School District voted to pass the
proposed $18.2 million budget for
the 2024-25 school year. With 771 yes
votes, and only 23 no votes, the bud-
get passed with 75.5% approval.

The approved 2024-25 budget
represents a $1,750,661, or 10.64%
increase over the current budget.
The increase will support the con-
tinuation of programs and positions
added in response to the pandemic
to best meet the needs of all stu-
dents.

In addition to the proposed bud-
get, district residents were asked to
elect two candidates for two seats on
the Heuvelton Central School Dis-
trict Board of Education. The elected
candidates were Mark Kearns, with
79 votes and incumbent, Christo-
pher Riordan with 72 votes.

Oburg man faces murder
charge in Falls death

CANTON -- John Free, 51, of
Ogdensburg, has been arrested
by state police for second-degree
murder, according to St. Lawrence
County District Attorney Gary
Pasqua.

Free is charged with allegedly
killing John Barr, 58, a Rensselaer
Falls man found dead late last week
in his mome at 12 Heuvelton St.,
Rensselaer Falls, according to a
press release from Pasqua’s office,

Free is alleged to have struck
Barr in the head with blunt objects,
killing him.

Free was recently interviewed
about his time and actions as an

Free was arraigned in Gouver-
neur Town Court and remanded to
St. Lawrence County Correctional
Facility without bail.

A preliminary hearing is sched-
uled for Tuesday, May 28 at 10:30
a.m. in Gouverneur Town Court.

Lishon Central

Lisbon Central district voters
approved a $17.9 million budget that
raises taxes 1.9%. The vote was 210
yes to 91 no.

The total increase in the tax levy
is $75,553 and a total of $4,052,12
will be raised by taxpayers. The
budget is 4.19%, or $723,189 higher
than last year, school officials said.
Voters approved the purchase of two
diesel powered, 72-passenger buses
by a vote of 219 to 81.

Voters approved Proposition 3
which adds a student Ex-Officio
member on the board of education
by a 238-60 vote.

Winning five-year term seats
Ryan Beshaw (197 votes), Jen Gray
(197 votes), and Jennifer Grant (192
votes).

Morristown Central

Voters in the Morristown Central
School District approved the school
district’s proposed $11.5 million
budget for the 2024-25 school year.

The budget, passed 116 votes to
76, represents a 0.24% increase over
the current spending plan.

Also on the ballot were proposi-
tions to establish a Capital Reserve
Fund, and to provide additional
funding to the Morristown Public
Library. The library proposition
passed 98-41 and the capital reserve
fund proposition passed 112-32.

Superintendent Staci Vaughn
said, “I am deeply grateful for your
overwhelming support in passing
the school budget. Your vote is
a resounding affirmation of our
shared commitment to providing
the best possible education for our
children. Thank you for investing
in our community’s most precious
resource — our youth.”

Residents were also asked to elect
three candidates to serve on the
school board. Chelsea VanArnam
received 125 votes, Jeffrey LaJoy 118
votes and Scott Ritchie 108 votes.

Central School District
$72.2 million budget
by nearly 2-1 margin

MASSENA — Massena Central School District voters have approved the
district’s $72.2 million budget by a margin of 916-518.

The budget, which carries no levy increase, will utilize $2.2 million in
fund balance, officials said.

School aid also fluctuated, with increases and decreases coming into
play after state officials officially adopted the state budget.

According to Superintendent Ron Burke, the district will receive
$35,809,237 in foundation aid, which represents an increase of $1,346,628
or 3.91%.

In total, the district will receive $8,425,723 or 1.34% less than last year.
That equates to a loss of $114,850.

The district will also see a significant decrease in building aid, with
$5,662,515 awarded. This represents a decrease of $719,860 or 11.28%
compared to last year.

Overall though, the district is in good shape with $49,898,050 in state
aid slated for the district, or 1.04% more than last year. That equates to an
increase of $512,493.

Burke said it was disappointing that the district would not receive a 4.1%
increase based upon the inflationary rate, however he did say the 2.5%
increase “at the end of the day is better than zero.”

Salaries will also increase by 9.3% next year, which is $2,408,534, while
the Employee Retirement System is set to increase $253,967 or 26.2%.

Worker’s compensation will decrease by $50,000 or 16.1%, while the
Teacher Retirement System will increase by 4.2% or $78,133.

Social Security will increase $34,256 or 1.7% and health insurance will
decrease by 1.0% or $137,437.

In total, benefits will increase by 1.3% or $258,129.

Burke said total budgeted expense for the fiscal year will include $19.8
million for employee benefits, $5.8 million for principal and interest, $1.2
million for buses and equipment, $28.4 million for salaries, $11.3 million
for Board of Cooperative Education Services and $6 million for other needs
like textbooks and various other requests.

Along with the budget, voters also approved establishing a $5 million
capital reserve fund for transportation needs.

Officials say the recommendation from the district’s finance committee
is to set up a 10-year fund of up to $5 million.

Officials say the fund will be used for vehicle purchase for the transpor-
tation department, including buses.

Funds for the fund will come from the unassigned fund balance, budget
appropriations and state aid.

Though the proposition calls for establishing a $5 million fund, officials
say that won't happen right off the bat. Unappropriated funds will initially
start the fund, though that will not be enough to fully fund the reserve.
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0’burg man convicted for armed robbery Stockholm residents ask DEG
to limit mining operation

CANTON -- St. Lawrence County
District Attorney Gary M. Pasqua,
today announced that Joshua Hen-
derson, 35, of Ogdensburg, was
found guilty of first-degree rrobbery
by a St. Lawrence County trial jury.

Evidence at trial established
that on Sept. 3, 2023, at the Family
Dollar store in Ogdensburg, Hen-
derson forcibly stole property from a
customer using a switchblade knife,
said a press release from the district
attorney’s office.

Henderson is scheduled to be
sentenced on July 22. He faces a
mandatory minimum of 8 years in
prison with a maximum of 25 years
in prison.

“This defendant has a history of
violent behavior. I'm thankful and
appreciative that the jury thought-
fully evaluated all of the evidence
in this case. This verdict, and the
defendant’s eventual sentence to a
Department of Corrections facility,
will help to ensure the safety of the

citizens of our community,” Pasqua
said.

Pasqua commended Chief
Assistant District Attorney Joshua
Haberkornhalm and Assistant Dis-
trict Attorney Sasha Mascarenhas
for their prosecution in this matter.
Pasqua also thanked the Ogdens-
burg Police, the U.S. Homeland
Security Customs and Border Pro-
tection and the St. Lawrence County
Sheriff’s Office for providing valu-
able assistance with the prosecution.

STOCKHOLM -- Some residents
say they are concerned about poten-
tial changes to the mining operation
at the Catamount Ridge Quarry
which would allow the operation to
expand to County Route 49.

Doug Douglas, who says he has
lived on County Route 49 for more
than 30 years, said he and other res-
idents want the operation to remain
where it is. Douglas told Stockholm
town board members that the
operation is now seeking to expand
beyond the previously agreed upon
boundary of 500 feet from the coun-
ty highway.

“They said that they would never
come that far,” Douglas said.

Douglas said that a special use
permit and other documentation
from the town show that the opera-
tion would not approach the county
highway, but with a mining permit
set to expire Sept. 28 plans are
changing, Douglas said.

The property, owned by James
Sheehan, is seeking a new mining
permit through the DEC to move
operations closer to the county high-
way.

“They also said they want to put a
road in with direct access to (County
Route) 49,” Douglas said during the
meeting.

That runs contrary to a signed
agreement with the town, he said.

The mining operation also has
a special use permit with the town
that details how the operation
will function in the area and what
restrictions may be in place.

A call to Russell Thompson, quar-
ry supervisor, on Thursday was not
immediately returned.

Who notifies property owners?

For residents in the area, notifica-
tion that Sheehan sought to amend
his mining permit with the Depart-
ment of Environmental Conserva-
tion was non-existent, according to
Douglas.

A public comment period is cur-
rently open until May 24 and neigh-
bors can voice their concerns in
writing to the DEC, however time is
not on their side, Douglas said.

“None of us knew. The town didn’t
notify us either,” he said.

Town Supervisor Chad Colbert
said while it’s not the responsibility
of the town to notify town residents
of the DEC public comment period,
he did say they would try to do better
in the future to assist.

“This is a DEC public comment
period, not the town. This technical-
ly doesn’t have anything to do with
the town board. But moving forward
we will try to help however we can,”
he told Douglas.

Douglas said he was not trying to
blame the town board but rather was
critiquing the DEC for lack of notifi-
cation. In order to address concerns,
town board members suggested resi-
dents also attend the planning board
meeting next week to speak during
the public comment period.

“You all are welcome to speak
there as well and we certainly
encourage you to do so,” Colbert
said.

Douglas said as part of the
amendment to the mining permit,
the operation would move to within
250 feet of the county highway. That
didn’t sit well with residents who
also had complaints about dust,
noise, low berms and blasting in the
quarry.

Are the berms too low?
Berms are one of the biggest
issues, Douglas said.
With environmental review fall-
ing to the DEC and other logistics

falling to the county and town,
Douglas said that the berms sur-
rounding the property are too low.

“They can’t be more than, what,
eight feet tall. You can almost see
over most of them,” he said.

Noise, safety and the view are the
primary concerns surrounding the
berms, he said.

“There are people that live right
there. At least six or seven of us are
here tonight. They aren’t doing what
they need to so that we don’t get dust
blown in our direction,” he said.

Douglas said he has photos of
houses and vehicles covered in dust
from the operation. He also ques-
tioned whether the operation was
utilizing all measures available to
mitigate the dust, including covers
for trucks, proper water distribution
to keep dust down and proper berm
height.

“Water only does so much,” he
said.

As for the berm height, Douglas
said he felt they were too low.

“You look at Barrett’s operation,
their berms are probably 30 feet
tall. They don’t have a house within
2,000 feet, I would guess. The ones
we have here are maybe eight feet.
That’s not high enough,” he said.

Douglas said the operation paid
for a study to be done to track
how often wind would blow in the
direction of the homes, finding it
was about 20% of the time. While
Douglas and residents want higher
berms, no recommended height
was listed by the county when a site
plan review was completed. “It just
said they have to be an appropriate
height,” he said.

Blasting posing issues

In order to mine the stone in the
quarry, blasting is necessary as well.

Douglas said when the initial
permit applications were filed, it
was said that the quarry would not
include any blasting, but rather stone
being cleared from the top of the
location.

Residents say the blasting comes
at random hours, with trucks and
generators running as early as 6 a.m.
sometimes.

Douglas questioned whether there
might be some sort of noise ordi-
nance that would stop that.

“We're already hearing enough
with the crushers running, backup
beepers, trucks up and down the
highway,” he said.

Planning Board Chair Robin
McClellan said neighbors will be
notified in writing at least five days
prior to any future blasting being
conducted at the site. In the letters,
residents will be notified of the days
and times that blasting will be con-
ducted, he said. Douglas said that
in instances when blasting occurs,
property owners well off into the
distance are able to feel and hear the
explosions at the quarry.

DEC public comment

Board members and Douglas
alike say that the residents on Coun-
ty Route 49 near the operation need
to voice their concerns to the DEC
as well.

“We're in the extended public
comment period time, so we only
have about a week and a half left to
comment,” Douglas said.

Douglas said he and other res-
idents are just asking for higher
berms and for the operation to
remain where it is, though that is
unlikely if the DEC approves the per-
mit request as it is.

“If the county says the berms can
be up to within 250 feet of the coun-
ty highway, OK we can work with
that. But to allow them to operate
right at the highway, that’s really
what we don’t want,” he said.
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Eight face conspiracy charges
after Barnhart Island incident

MASSENA — State police arrested
eight people at Barnhart Island Tues-
day evening on charges of trespassing
and conspiracy, but details surround-
ing the event are limited.

On May 21 at approximately 7:30
p-m. state police responded to Barn-
hart Island in Massena for a criminal
mischief complaint.

An investigation determined a
group of tribal members were trespass-
ing and intentionally damaging the
property, police say.

The property is owned by the New
York Power Authority and the tribal
members did not have permission to be
on the property, police say.

« Larry V. Thompson, 69,
Hogansburg, was charged with sec-
ond-degree criminal mischief, felony,
and fifth-degree conspiracy.

« Donald Delormier, 35, Hogansburg,
was charged with fifth-degree conspir-
acy and resisting arrest.

« Dana L. Thompson, 67,
Hogansburg, was charged with
fifth-degree conspiracy.

« Gabriel J. Oakes, 58, Hogansburg,
was charged with fifth-degree conspir-
acy.

« Isaac N. White, 42, Hogansburg,
was charged with fifth-degree conspir-
acy.

» Mariana Johnson-Zafiris, 25,
Hogansburg, was charged with
fifth-degree conspiracy.

« Kimberly A. Terrance, 41,
Hogansburg, was cited for fifth-degree
conspiracy.

They also face trespassing charges.

Videos circulating

A video circulating on social media
shows state police apprehending
a woman who was filming their
approach. The woman in the video
notes she was warned she would be
arrested if she did not leave the area.

Photos have also circulated, show-
ing a sign that reads, “The Great Law
has definite functions for the War
Chief and his men (Warrior Society).
They are charged with the protection,
defense and welfare of the people.
These duties may take many forms:
keeping the peace, repossessing lost
lands and human rights; and work of
all useful kinds to promote the welfare
of the people. Uphold the Great Law
results in...Peace, Power, Righteous-
ness. A noble work entrusted to the
care of the Warrior Society.”

Another video also shows tribal
members erecting the sign, which
spanned between two trees and rose
roughly 12 feet in the air. It appears the
sign was not far from the Eisenhower
Locks.

A NYPA security officer can be heard
telling the tribal members he is “just
doing his job” when he asked them
what they were doing.

In what appeared to be a civil con-
versation, the tribal member told the
security officer the sign was to stay or
“there would be problems.”

“The message was already sent. 'm
going to be putting up the sign. 'm
going to bring them in and put the sign
up. The sign is to remain there. If the
sign comes down then there will be
problems,” he said.

Calls to New York State Park Police
and an email to the New York Power
Authority were not returned as of press
time.
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New Ogdensburg city manager tells
residents that he is ‘non-partisan’

OGDENSBURG — Ogdensburg’s next City Man-
ager Xenophondas ‘Fonda’ Chronis told city resi-
dents that he isn’t simply bi-partisan, but rather he
is non-partisan.

A small gathering attended a press conference
where Chronis offered the public a chance to meet
and ask questions prior to him officially stepping
into the position July 1.

He told residents he chose Ogdensburg because
much like where he grew up in Auburn, he was
familiar with a city that once boomed but struggled
in the wake of declines in manufacturing.

Chronis said he looked forward to serving the
community. He said that he was ready to tackle
problems head on and noted there will be both ups
and downs.

“We will have our failures, but please know that
we will always show up, we will always get dirty
and will always try,” he said.

Drawing on President Theodore Rosevelt’s
famous ‘Man in the Arena.’ Chronis said “If we fail
we will do so while daring greatly.”

“More importantly and hopefully, more fre-

quently, he said “We will have our successes and
will all win in those circumstances.”

Chronis is currently serving as the Executive
Director of the Schoharie County Industrial Devel-
opment Agency. He has been in that position since
September 2023. Prior to that, he worked as the
Schulyer County Administrator, a position he left
after less than two years.

Chronis graduated from Syracuse University in
1992 with a Bachelor’s Degree in Political Science,
Policy Studies. In 2015 Chronis graduated from
Syracuse University’s Maxwell School of Citizen-
ship and Public Affairs with a Master’s Degree in
Public Administration. He has a concentration in
local government financial management and has
an additional certificate in E-Government Manage-
ment, according to a statement provided by the city.

The statement also says that Chronis was a busi-
ness owner and corporate manager in the private
sector, though details regarding that experience
weren’t immediately provided.

Chronis will receive an escalating salary over
the course of a three-year contract. In year one
he received $140,000. In year two he will earn
$145,000 and in year three he will earn $150,000.

New eatery to open up at Dobisky

Concessions near St. Lawrence River

OGDENSBURG - Ogdensburg
residents and visitors may soon
have a new place to eat near the
St. Lawrence River.

Following a public hearing
that drew no comment Monday,
Ogdensburg City Council agreed
to lease the Dobisky Concessions
to Nathan Griffith for $500 per
month, for a total of $3,000 for
six months. The lease will expire

Oct. 31, 2024.

The kitchen is 389 square-feet
in size and includes basic com-
mercial kitchen equipment and
appliances such as refrigerators,
freezers, grill, fryers and a stove.
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0’burg teen faces felonies firearms

OGDENSBURG — An Ogdensburg teen is facing
multiple felony charges following an incident that
led to the seizure of illegal firearms on Congress
Street Tuesday morning.

What initially came in as a report of a shooting
eventually led police to deploy a New York State
Special Operations Response Team.

Police say a 17-year-old male was charged with
five counts of criminal possession of a weapon in
the third degree , and one count of criminal pos-
session of a firearm.

Due to the offender’s age the Police Department
can not release any further details.

Police initially responded to 826 Congress
Street for what was reported as a shooting. Police
say 826 Congress Street is an apartment building
and was occupied by two adult males in separate
apartments at the time of the incident.

“Officers on scene discovered a single shot
through the front door of the building, which con-
tinued into the wall of the downstairs apartment.
No injuries were reported or discovered.

A suspect was quickly developed as a 17-year-
old male who was known to the police. The facts of
the case lead officers to 1111 Congress Street, prob-

able cause was developed that the male party, and
unlawful firearms were currently possessed by
the male party inside that residence at that time. A
search warrant was requested and issued through
Ogdensburg City Court.”

Police said the SORT team was requested for
assistance with the search warrant and apprehen-
sion of the male party due to the potential of the
scene turning into a barricaded subject situation.

The warrant search led to the seizure of several
unlawful firearms to include but not limited to a
“sawed off” shotgun and an AK-47 style rifle.

Police said the investigation is ongoing and fur-
ther arrests are expected.

Meanwhile they ask residents to check security
cameras in the area of Congress, and Mechanic
Streets between 4 a.m. and 6 a.m. on May 21.

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Secondary losses: One
wasn’t bad enough

When someone dies, you imme-
diately recognize this as a loss.
You experience the wide range of
emotions which accompany this
loss.

You come to understand you
must work to adjust to living in
a world without this person- no
small task.

Those around you see you
grieving and understand why, to
the best of their ability. Over time,
your grief will shift and change,
and you're likely to experience
secondary losses.

In short, secondary losses are
things you lose, or which change
dramatically because of someone’s
death.

The death was the “primary
loss”, and the secondary losses
are the dominos that fall after the
death. Your total grief experience
will be made up of the primary
loss as well as the secondary loss-
es.

It is important to remember
secondary losses can be concrete
or more abstract. Sometimes you
see these losses coming, other
times they sneak up on you.

To help understand and work
through the experience of second-
ary loss, Hospice of St. Lawrence
Valley offers the following:

« Concrete secondary losses.
These are losses you may have
seen coming when the person
died such as a change in financial
security or help around the house.
This can include a change in living
situations and perhaps the sale of
a beloved family home.

Maybe the person wanted to
be buried wearing their favorite
sweater, which will mean you will
not be able to wrap yourself in it
any longer.

Do not discount any feelings of
grief when it comes to these loss-
es. The absence of physical things
can really drive home the perma-
nence of the loss.

« Relationships may change.
After the death of a person your
relationship with others may shift.

There may be an explosive
argument over who gets to claim
possession of the coveted 1.5 carat
engagement ring or who is respon-
sible for the care of the deceased’s

There could be falling outs
which never get repaired. You may
turn to a friend for support only to
find they’re not as understanding
as you once thought.

If it was a parent who died
you may find they were the glue
holding the siblings together and
without them those relationships
flounder.

« Milestones while grieving.
There will be milestones which are
different simply because someone
who you planned to have there
cannot be due to death.

These events make up second-
ary losses. Consider a graduation;
you pictured mom in the front row
beaming with pride, but she dies
before that day comes.

A wedding; you always planned
to have your best friend walk you
down the aisle, but they die before
then.

The birth of the first grandba-
by; you were so looking forward
to your grandmother meeting her
first great grandbaby, but this will
never happen.

Recognize the grief will surface
at these milestone events. Take
time to grieve not just the death
of the person but all the things
you will not get to experience with
them by your side.

Grief lasts a lifetime, and sec-
ondary losses are a part of that.
See these secondary losses as val-
id and worthy of being acknowl-
edged and worked through.
