City taps farmer to haul 
treatment plant ‘biosolids’

The Storm Lake City Council last month 

hired a Storm Lake farmer to haul 520 tons of 
“biosolids” away from its wastewater treat-
ment plant. 

The council awarded Bryce Widman the 
contract to spread biosolids, or byproducts of 
human waste that is processed at the waste-
water treatment plant, for $8 per ton, or $4,160. 
Nutri-Ject Systems of Hudson asked the city to 
haul away the biosolids for $96.25 per ton.  

Public Services Director Matt Beckman told 
the council Widman has been hauling 
biosolids from the water treatment plant over 
the last six years. The working relationship be-
tween both parties “has been excellent,” Beck-

man noted.  
Widman noted in his proposal to the city 

council that he would apply the biosolids just 
a half mile away from Storm Lake’s wastewater 
treatment plant.  

The spreading of biosolids is a common 
practice among wastewater treatment plants 
in Northwest Iowa, according to the Spencer 
DNR office. The biosolids, or “sewer cake” 
must meet the DNR’s tests for dryness, bacteria 
and heavy metal concentrations, according to 
the DNR. Sewer cake holds nitrogen, phospho-
rus and other nutrients that can help crops 
grow. It isn’t considered a good fertilizer be-
cause it isn’t attuned to crop needs, but it’s con-
sidered a cheap substitute.  

The city and the DNR insist the practice is 
safe. The city has kept the total concentration 
of fecal coliforms below two million grams per 
dry weight. The city also reduces its cake

The Sac County Board of Supervi-

sors are exploring the possibility of 
building a new jail.  

Sheriff Ken McClure said the 
county has begun “preliminary dis-
cussions” on renovating the jail in the 
courthouse basement, transporting 
inmates to another facility or building 
a new jail. The county’s existing jail, 
built in 1938, doesn’t meet the safety 
and security needs of prisoners, staff 
and the public, according to a report 
from the state jail inspector and a 
grand jury.  

Sheriff McClure noted the board of 
supervisors commissioned Midwest 
Construction Consultants of 
Houghton to conduct a $9,000 jail fea-
sibility study that would be completed 
at a later date.  

“Sac County has begun preliminary 
discussions of options concerning the 
Sac County Jail,” McClure said last Fri-
day, three days after the county super-
visors approved the study.  

Hansen has completed feasibility 
studies on behalf of Pocahontas and 
Palo Alto counties. Both studies rec-
ommended building new jails.  

McClure has considered, but de-
cided against asking the public to ren-
ovate or build a new jail. The county 
dealt with inmate escapes in 2021, due 
primarily to the outdated nature of the 
jail that was nearing 90 years old. At 
the time, McClure said it was not pru-
dent to ask Sac County taxpayers for a 
jail, estimated at the time to cost $5 
million, because its annual jail popu-
lation was around 250. 

The report from the state jail in-
spector and the grand jury forced the 
county’s hand. Every July, the state jail 
inspector, Delbert Longley, inspects 

the state’s holding facilities for ADA ac-
cessibility and other federal require-
ments the jail must comply with.  

McClure told the supervisors last 
month the state jail inspector and the 
grand jury found the jail “does not 
meet safety and security needs of pris-
oners, staff and the public.” McClure 
claimed the grand jury’s involvement 
is common for jail inspections.  

McClure said the board will pro-
ceed when Midwest Construction 
Consultants finishes the Sac County’s 
jail study.

Meet Grant Wells, an entrepreneur, 

salesman, farmer and innovator.  
In 2009, he started his own com-

pany  — Wells AG Supply — which has 
grown to become a sprawling complex 
on a gravel road north of Fonda. Up-
wards of 90 employees work here and 
there’s even an airstrip for aerial 
sprayers. 

But a relatively new product man-
ufactured at the property —  biologi-
cals — is putting the 2004 Newell-
Fonda alumnus’ operation on the 

cutting edge of crop nutrition. 
Step into Grant’s office and you’ll 

see mounted deer and moose heads, 
wolves, event a bristly grizzly bear pelt 
that serves as wall décor in the vertical 
space. 

“I’m big on living life,” Wells said. “I 
live in the moment, and part of that is 
hunting.” 

Going on two-week hunting trips is 
his way to disconnect. He ditches his 
cell phone. The buffalo was harvested 
in Utah, the red stag in New Zealand 
and the wolves in Alaska. 

Also on display in his office is a row 
of white plastic bottles: Turf Titan, 
lawn and garden products that use 
naturally-occurring and beneficial 
micro-organisms produced at the 
Fonda site and sold nationally by the 
likes of Walmart, Lowe’s and Amazon. 

 
New ideas in crop nutrition 

The development and applications 
of these products on a grander scale — 
for commercial agricultural use — 
puts Grant’s business basically in the 
race with major companies like 

Corteva, Nutrien and Simplot, who are 
also developing their versions of bio-
logicals.  

Farmers typically dump tons of 
NPK (nitrogen, phosphorus and 
potassium) fertilizer on fields. Biolog-
icals promise to reduce the need for 
traditional fertilizers. 

The drive to find new crop nutri-
tion sources is partially driven by the 
high cost of fertilizer. 

Grant already had a thriving busi-
ness selling fertilizer, farm chemicals 
and seed treatment. He was interested 
in what’s next for the industry and first 
heard about biologicals in 2014. 

“I heard Monsanto was going to in-

PFAS results trickle in

Of the 22 water systems in Buena Vista and Cherokee 

counties, only six of them will be tested for forever chemi-
cals by the end of the summer.  

The Iowa Department of Natural Resources last month 
unveiled 30 cities and more than a dozen businesses that 
would be sampled for forever chemicals, otherwise re-
ferred to as perfluoroalkyl and polyfluoroalkyl substances, 
or PFAS. Storm Lake and Linn Grove were included in the 
list, bringing the number of area systems that have been or 
will be tested for PFAS to six. Statewide the testing is esti-
mated to cover 116 water supplies in 99 communities. 

“We looked at proximity to sources that might coincide

Only 7% of military pilots 

today are women and one of 
them is Hanna (Henson) 
Janssen, a 2013 Washington 
High School alumna. 

For Hanna, the daughter of 
Cherokee’s Dave and Lexi 
Henson and Paul and Kristi 
Taylor, the apple didn’t fall far 
from the tree when consider-
ing a military career. 

Military lineage runs deep 
in Hanna’s family. Her uncle 
Jeffrey Baxter (Air Force) 
served four years. In the Hen-
son household, starting with 
Hanna’s great grandfathers, 
Gale Henson and Russell 
Smith, who served in World 
War II, with uncles Dwaine 
(Army), Don (Army) and Lav-
ern (Marines) all serving four-
year stints, while her dad is  
current Master Sergeant at the 
185 Refueling Wing in Sioux 
City and a 30-year military 
veteran. 

Even as a little girl, Hanna 
said she was interested in avi-
ation, which eventually led to 

an enlistment into the Air 
Force as an aircraft electrician 
for the 185th Air Refueling 
Wing in Sioux City in May 
2013. 

Hanna said the credentials 
to become a military pilot are 
stringent and demanding 
with only the best of the best 
welcomed into the aviation 
fraternity. Hanna has com-
pleted a rigorous journey and 
in received her coveted pilot 
wings. 

“In the military, you choose 
a First Salute when commis-
sioned. I chose my dad to pin 
my wings because he’s been 
the most influential person 

leading me to join the military 
and follow my dream of fly-
ing,” said Hanna. “It meant so 
much for him to do it because 
we work together at the base 
and he has played a huge part 
in this journey.” 

With bursting pride, Dave 
gave the First Salute and 
proudly pinned the wings on 
his daughter at a military cer-
emony last year. 

Hanna was an honor grad-
uate coming out of Basic Mil-
itary Training at Lackland Air 
Force Base in San Antonio on 
Nov. 1, 2013. She moved on to 
Technical Training at Shep-
pard Air Force Base in Wichita 

Falls, Texas for 22 weeks of Air-
craft Electrical and Environ-
mental Systems Maintenance 
training. 

Next she attended the Uni-
versity of South Dakota, grad-
uating in 2017 with a bache-
lors of science in Kinesiology 
with an emphasis in sports 
management and a minor in 
business administration. 

From 2015 to 2018, she was 
temporarily deployed to 
Guam, Hawaii, Germany and 
various places in the United 
States, also deploying to Qatar 
in 2016 and 2019 and Guam in 
2018.

Cherokee County Engineer 
Sarah Tracy presented wage 
authorization forms to the 
board of supervisor at Mon-
day’s meeting for two high 
school students who have 
been job shadowing and work 
training with her office. 

Students should be paid 
for actual working time, al-
though not for shadowing, 
Tracy requested.  

Hannah Pigott, who is a 
senior and 18 years old, will 
also be offered the opportu-
nity to work over the summer 
for regular hours.

Group asks 
school board 
to holster its 
gun program  
 

Cite expense, liability, 
bad feelings

A coalition of Cherokee School District residents has 
demanded the suspension of a policy that will allow up to 
45 staff members to carry firearms on school grounds.  

A four-page letter sent to the school board on Monday 
accused the board and Supt. Kim Lingenfelter of “unan-
swered questions, lack of transparency and funding dis-
crepancies” when it passed the policy in November. Lin-
genfelter and board President Jodi Thomas declined to 
comment on the coalition’s four-page letter because it was 
received in the public-comment period of Monday’s 
school board meeting.  

Lingenfelter noted the board can’t discuss anything 
that isn’t specifically listed on the agenda; the coalition 
claims to have requested a special discussion with the 
board, but were denied because the board couldn’t 
arrange for its attorney to sit in on the meeting.  

“As taxpayers, parents and community members, we 
urge the board to immediately suspend any expenditures 
associated with training teachers as armed professionals,” 
the letter reads. “At this time, we ask that you invest in poli-
cies and practices that truly make our schools safer for 
everyone.” 

One after the other, coalition members outlined their 
complaints from the policy, believed to be the most ex-
pansive school-firearms plan in the state in terms of staff. 
The district is expected to oversee up to 45 — or a third of 
its workforce — carrying firearms on school grounds.  

That amount of people with firearms will no doubt cre-
ate unintended financial stress for the district, the coali-
tion claims. Its most pressing concern was how the district 
would shoulder what it believes will be a tremendous in-
surance liability and expensive training regimen. The 
group claimed Gov.
