The Parker County 

Hospital District offers a 
host of services.

One of those is the 
Campbell Clinic, which is a 
family practice providing 
care to those patients who 
are two months and older. 
Male and female provid-
ers are available. The clinic 
accepts most commercial 
insurance, Medicaid and 
Medicare.  Sliding scale is 
available upon approval. 
There are also in-house lab, 
child and adults vaccines 
and workers comp for se-
lect payors. Bilingual staff-
ers are available. To sched-
ule an appointment, call 
817-458-3370.

The district also admin-
isters the County Indigent 
Health Care Program, bet-
ter known as the Medical 
Assistance Program (MAP) 
for Parker County residents.

Designated as the payor of 
last resort, MAP is designed 
to provide covered medi-
cal services to low-income 
residents who have no other 
public or private health care 
benefits and who meet all 
eligibility requirements of 
the program. MAP utilizes 
medical services through 
local physicians, hospitals, 
and other facilities. Eligibility 
is determined by residence 
(must live in Parker County); 
income, as an individual’s 
income may not exceed 200% 
of the Federal Poverty Level; 
resources, as an individual’s 
resources may not exceed 
$1,000 per month (this in-

cludes property, checking/
savings accounts or other 
assets as defined by MAP 
regulations); citizenship, 
an individual must be a U.S. 
citizen or resident alien; and 
medical need, as an individu-
al must have a medical need 
of some kind.

To schedule an appoint-
ment or for more informa-
tion, please contact the MAP 
office at (817) 458-3358.

An outreach program for 
immunizations is avail-
able, and can be acquired 
through the district. Adult 
and child immunizations (of-
fice and mobile), cholesterol 
screenings, blood pressure 
and glucose screenings and 
state certified vision and 
hearing tests are available. 

For more information, call 
817-458-3254.

The district has a telemedi-
cine program, which is a 
partnership between Parker 
County schools and Parker 
County Hospital District to 
provide medical care onsite 
at each campus and remote 
clinic. Through the use of 
telemedicine, the health care 
needs of staff and students 
can be met in a convenient 
setting with each campus 
nurse. The purpose is to in-
crease the educational suc-
cess of students and staff 
by assuring access to health 
care. Early treatment can 
decrease the need for ex-
pensive medical care and un-
necessary emergency room 
visits.
