saw a huge three-day garage 
sale, book sale, dessert bar, 
smoked brisket lunch and 
live auction, which raised 
$11,881.60

The money will be distrib-
uted equally between Safe

 Azle Chief of Police Rick Pippins 
has been placed on administrative 
leave until his retirement at the end 
of the year, according to City Man-
ager Tom Muir.

For months now Pippins’ tenure 
has been under scrutiny, including 
a recent management survey done 

by the Texas Municipal Police Asso-
ciation. The results were delivered 
to the city of Azle in August, ac-
cording to police association field 
representative Tony Rike.

“There’s obviously some morale 
issues at that department,” Rike 
said of the survey results. “(Em-
ployees) feel like they can’t trust 
the chief of police and that their 
values … and that what they had to 

say is not even appreciated or even 
taken into consideration.”

Although Muir did not give a 
reason, he told the Azle News in 
an email that “I felt that (Pippins) 
needed to leave now rather than at 
the end of the year.”

Pippins’ retirement date is Jan. 1, 
2022. The Azle News contacted the 
police chief by email and Pippins 
declined to comment.  

Muir did say that Pippins has had

Azle City Councilmember 
Randa Goode would like to 
see the city develop a new 
comprehensive master plan. 

Mayor Alan Brundrett, 
though, differs on the need 
to conduct a new plan, pri-
marily because of costs and 
necessity. 

Council heard a presenta-
tion about the plan at its Dec. 
7 meeting. David Hawkins, 
director of planning and de-
velopment for the city, said 
the agenda item was initi-
ated by the Planning and 
Zoning Commission, which 
is charged with overseeing 
the comprehensive master 
plan and may make recom-
mendations of changes to 
the council. 

At the meeting, council re-
quested to have a joint meet-
ing with the P&Z Commis-
sion to discuss updates for 
the comprehensive master 
plan. No date has been set 
yet for a joint meeting, but 
Hawkins said in an email 
that it is anticipated that one 
could be held in January.

The comp master plan fea-
tures information on the fu-
ture land use plan, through-
fare plan, parks plan and 
demographics. The master 
plan was adopted on Sep-
tember 20, 2005. There have 
been several minor amend-
ments to specific areas on a 
case-by-case basis since its 
adoption, city officials said.

“Every few years, they

will take a look at it, evalu-
ate it and see if there’s any-
thing that needs to changed 
or updated,” Hawkins told 
council, adding the P&Z 
Commission examined the 
plan a couple of months 
ago and thought the overall 
document is a good plan and 
does not need a major over-
haul. 

But there are a few sec-
tions commissioners would 
like to update in the next few 
months, such as demograph-
ics, because the plan needs 
to reflect 2020 census data, 
as opposed to 2000 data, and 
depict the city as it is now. 
The commission also would 
like to look at the thorough-
fare plan and evaluate certain 
roads that may need to be re-
vised or removed to reflect 
current development trends 
in the city. And on the parks 
plan, commissioners want to 
see a focus on requiring new 
usable open space for all res-
idential developments under 
current and/or PD zoning 
districts, according to the 
agenda packet. 

Hawkins said his depart-
ment could get the process 
started on making these 
changes to the plan in Janu-
ary and present the modi-
fications to the council in 
February or March.

Goode said she would like 
to see a brand new comp 
plan and that it be based on a 
new study.

“There’s a whole lot of 
things that just don’t apply 
to this anymore,” she said, 

pointing out, for instance, 
the plan mentioning the city 
needing more houses. Nu-
merous homes have been 
built or are being built now. 

One other councilmember, 
Stacy Peek, thinks an update 
or replacement of the comp 
master plan is needed.

“It’s my thought we need 
to perform a thorough re-
view of the current mas-
ter plan,” Peek said in an 
email. “Either we need to 
create a new master plan or 
complete an extensive up-
date of the current plan. It’s 
important that the plan align 
with our vision for the future 
of Azle.”

Hawkins explained some 
reasons why the city has a 
comp master plan, such as 
the city requiring zoning 
must follow the comp mas-
ter plan, which is a vision-
ary document. A new comp 
master plan would come 
with a price tag because 
of the consultant fee, and 
would require public input 
and take eight to 12 months 
to complete as it will be an 
overhaul, he said. Mayor 
Brundrett spoke against for-
mulating a new plan, men-
tioning the costs involved, 
but the council agreed to 
have a joint meeting with 
the P&Z and talk about the 
comp master plan.

Azle ISD joins about 80 
other school districts in the 
Distinguished High School 
Partnership program with 
Tarleton.

This automatic accep-
tance also means that stu-
dents will not have to sub-
mit their scores for the ACT 
(American College Test) or 
SAT (Scholastic Aptitude 
Test); however, not submit-
ting test scores could com-
promise their consideration 
for scholarships.

Students who meet Tar-
leton’s criteria may also 
have their admissions ap-
plication fee waived. For 
steps to apply, visit www.
tarleton.edu/admissions/
steps-to-apply.html. 

According to the agree-
ment between AISD and 
Tarleton, “graduates who 
qualify for Tarleton’s Guar-
anteed Award Program 
(GAP) and attend Tarleton 
will receive an award guar-
antee $1,000 above the 
GAP level for which they 
qualify if the student is 
ranked in the top 10% of 
their graduating class, or 
$500 above the GAP for 
which they qualify if the 
student is ranked in the top 
25% (but not top 10%) of 
their graduating class.”

Students will have to ap-
ply for acceptance as well 
as for scholarships, includ-
ing the GAP. For more 
information about GAP 
eligibility and criteria, visit 
www.tarletonstate.us/gap.

“We get kids involved in 

the outdoors through out-

door adventures, and Lisa 

exemplifies that in every-

thing that she does,” he said.   

She stood out because of 

the diversity she provides 

her students, he said, noting 

she teaches everything from 

hunter education to shooting 

sports and fishing to camp-

ing, backpacking and sur-

vival skills.

“So, when a student takes 

her class, they usually leave 

with new skills that they can 

use for the rest of their life,” 

McClure said.

Outdoor Adventures has 

been a class since the 1960s, 

but it was usually taught as 

backyard sports, such as cro-

quet and badminton, he said.

“But we have a curriculum 

that is a more adventure-ori-

ented,” he said. “That’s why 

we have the hunting, the 

fishing, the shooting sports 
and survival skills, camping, 

backpacking and hiking. So, 

we have a large gamut of 34 

units, and we let the schools 

pick the units that are best 

for their community.”  

The curriculum is a kin-

dergarten through grade 12 

program. 

“Our emphasis is a love 

of the outdoors and wild-

life,” he said. The founda-

tion wants people to enjoy 

wildlife and its sustainable 

use, and foundation officials 
hope to see more students 

get involved in wildlife con-

servation.

“I am extremely proud of 

Coach Helm’s national rec-

ognition,” said Azle Super-

intendent Todd Smith, in an 

email. “Her love and passion 

for the outdoors truly shows 

through her commitment to 

this course and dedication 

to the students enrolled in 

the course. As one who per-

sonally enjoys outdoor ac-

tivities, such as hunting and 

fishing, I cannot think of a 
better program to offer our 
high school students.” 

Smith added that while 

teaching agricultural sci-

ence at Azle High School, 

he taught wildlife manage-

ment and Helm took it as an 

elective course, and the class 

helped ignite her passion for 

the outdoors. 

“The outdoors education 

course she now teaches is 

very similar to the agricul-

ture wildlife management 

course,” he said. 

AN ADVENTURE IN 

TEACHING

Helm is in her 19th year 

in Azle. She began teaching 

the  Outdoors Adventures 

course in 2016. She teaches 

three sections. The class 

began in 2015. Helm also 

teaches professional com-

munications and PE.

She was born in Fort 

Worth and graduated from 

Azle High in 1998. Her 

parents, Derrell and Peggy 

Helm, were educators in 

AISD. 

In the class, she teaches 

hiking, backpacking, hunt-

ing, fishing, archery, paddle 
sports, outdoor cooking, 

conservation, and water and 

boater safety. Students learn 

fire-building, orienteering 
(compass skills) and sur-

vival skills, and they get to 

take field trips to do activi-
ties. She has taken students 

to the state archery tourna-

ment each year since she has 

taught the class. She has also 

taken students hunting and 

hiking. This year, the school 

is starting an Outdoor Ad-

ventures club. 

Helm’s class teaches the 

Seven Principles of Leave 

No Trace in the outdoors, 

which involves such ideas as 

respecting wildlife to plan-

ning and preparation.

“This class – hopefully a 

big takeaway – (desires) that 

(students) leave the place 

better than they found it,” 

she said. 

Helm wants to teach stu-

dents to be prepared to en-

joy the outdoors so they can 

return home safely. Students 

can receive their hunter edu-

cation card and boater edu-

cation card in her class.

A LOVE FOR OUTDOORS

Growing up playing tradi-

tional sports, Helm also en-

joyed the outdoors, includ-

ing hunting and snow skiing 

trips. She has participated 

in a number of sports as an 

adult, including kayak fish-

ing and backpacking. She 

also likes wildlife photogra-

phy. 

In high school, she consid-

ered a job as a game warden.

“Because I knew that I 

loved being outside and 

knew I wanted to do some-

thing where I was making a 

difference and I felt like be-

ing a game warden, you’re 

protecting animals, protect-

ing people, protecting our 

wildlife and lands,” she said,

She decided, though, to go 

the route of being a teacher 

and coach.

“The cool thing about this

class is that I have a diverse 

group of students,” she said. 

“I have students that are not 

into hunting at all.”

But by the end of the 

hunter course, they gain an 

understanding of why hunter 

ed is important and they’re 

glad they took it. Students 

can find a number of ac-

tivities in the class that can 

pique their interest, includ-

ing a unit on knot-tying.

“It is a very gratifying 

class to teach,” she said, not-

ing how students can pass on 

lifelong lessons to their own 

children and others one day. 

One particularly positive 

aspect of the course is Helm 

learns from the students, too, 

using Dutch oven cooking as 

one example.

“In this class, it’s like cool 

stuff that you can use the rest 
of your life,” she said.

These are just a few of 

the services: dog walkers who take dogs out for a run, pet 

sitters who come to the house to provide companionship, 

doggie daycares for dogs to be with other dogs. If your par-

ents decide you’ll be fine on your own during the day, you 
might reframe how you think about the time to make it more 

palatable. Perhaps if you thought in terms of hours before 

your sibs come home from school rather than an entire day, 

it might make it easier for you to accept. You might also 

think about how you could use the time in enjoyable ways. I 

know some dogs who pass their time alone quite pleasantly 

by taking long naps in a sunny spot, and others who watch 

TV shows, such as the soaps, or reruns of the Westminster 

Dog Show. It might help if you kept in mind that there will 

be many weeks when your family will be at home, such 

as holidays and school and summer vacations.

Your frothy blue drink 

doesn’t need a cover, but 

there is one.

It’s a purple umbrella that 

hides the fresh fruit cling-

ing to the side of your glass, 

just beneath the sugar crys-

tals along the rim, floating 
on a kiss of distilled liquid. 

Nobody would consider this 

to be a manly drink, but so 

what? It all looks so deli-

cious and with the new book 

“Girly Drinks” by Mallory 

O’Meara, bottoms up!

You can almost picture 

it: a group of your earli-

est ancestors, out hunting 

for a mammoth when they 

stumbled across a pile of 

slightly rotten fruit. Mmm-

mm, they each take bites and 

find that it makes their heads 
pleasantly fuzzy. That, says 

O’Meara, might’ve been 

how alcohol was “discov-

ered,” rather than invented.

However it happened, she 

says, women took big roles 

in the manufacture of alco-

hol from the outset. Beer, 

she says, was “a girl thing” 

at several points in history. 

Women were in charge of 

winemaking, early-on; in 

times when they were barely 

allowed to leave the house, 

women were still instrumen-

tal in making the alcohol. 

Even when the very idea of 

a drinking woman sent men 

into a tizzy, powerful wom-

en drank.

They also changed the 

landscape for alcohol.

Cleopatra loved to drink, 

but she did not drink to ex-

cess. She left that to Mark 

Antony, and their imbibing 

may have been part of why 

No shame in imbibing 
‘Girly Drinks,’ so bottoms up!

Octavius hated her so.

In Hildegard’s time, the 

women of Germany often 

became “alewives,” and 

their work allowed them to 

control who drank the ale. 

Meanwhile, with the bless-

ing of the Pope, Hildegard of 

Bingen began to write about 

spirituality, nature, her “vi-

sions,” and medicine. It was 

she who first claimed that 
hops helps stop spoilage in 

beer-making.

Later, alehouses went from 

homes to separate buildings 

and were courting places be-

fore the Church made witch-

es out of alewives. Catherine 

the Great used vodka as dip-

lomatic gifts; the first celeb-

rity female bartender served 

‘em up in London; gin, rum, 

and whiskey were invented 

all around the same time; 

and then came Prohibition...

Pink drinks with fruity-

flavored liquor and deco-

rative plastic gewgaws 

would never be considered 

a “manly” drink – ever. But, 

asks Mallory O’Meara in 

her introduction to “Girly 

Drinks,” since when is 

booze gendered?

That’s the point that runs 

everywhere throughout this 

book: the labeling of drinks 

today has a long back-

ground. The patriarchy was 

strong then, and it success-

fully hid the feminine foot-

prints in nearly every kind of 

alcohol we imbibe.

Don’t think that this is a 

feminist rant, though. Think 

of it more like a few hours 

in a red pleather booth with 

water-rings beneath your 

wrists, slipping through 

time and geography, from 

ancient Greece to modern 

culture, Cleopatra’s Egypt to 

an inclusive bar in Ohio. It’s 

lighthearted but sometimes 

serious; and perfect for bar 

bets and ice-breakers.

Finding those 
deeper fishing 
holes in the river

ON FISHING

I have spent a lot of time 

chasing winter striped bass 

in the river.  Much of my 

river time is either running 

the river above Granbury 

or the Brazos River above 

Lake Whitney.  This fall/

winter migration happens on 

most every reservoir that has 

striped bass, sand bass and 

even crappie.    

Not all fish move up in 
the river.  Many ask, why do 

striped bass swim upstream?  

There are a couple thoughts 

on this scenario.  One is that 

the creeks and river will 

warm faster than the main 

lake and the baitfish will 
move up.  Food moves up 

and the predators are not far 

behind.  

The other theory is that 

as the cooler water falls 

through their spawning tem-

perature, even though it is 

not time to spawn the bigger 

fish go through the motion.  
Actual spawning attempts 

take place around April/May 

for striped bass.   

Not all striped bass will 

run up the Brazos. Many 

will stay near main lake 

points and other tributaries.  

I don’t think anyone really 

knows for sure, but we do 

know that these fish travel in 
the winter.   This is also true 

for the sand bass species as 

well.  

Fishing the river in many 

instances can be a lot easier 

than trying to decipher a 

huge reservoir.  Fish gener-

ally congregate near deeper 

pools or holes in the river.  

This concentrates the fish, 
making it easier to locate 

them and catch them.

These fish move to these 
deeper holes for a couple 

of reasons.  First of all, the 

baitfish are there trying to 
huddle near the bottom that 

is slightly warmer.  Fish will 

also hold near rock outcrop-

pings as these rocks can be 

warmed by the sun and heat 

the water in that vicinity.  If 

you use your sonar and mark 

huge concentrations of bait-

fish, the predators are gener-
ally close by.

So how do you locate 

these deeper holes in a river 

or creek?  Some maps will 

show details. However, most 

maps do not show the real

contour of the bottom of the 

river and you have to rely 

on your depth finder and the 
clues in the terrain adjacent 

to the river or creek.  

Deeper pools generally 

are located near the outside 

corner of a bend in the river.  

If there are steep inclines or 

a cliff on one side, this may 
point you to a hole.  The 

point at which two creeks 

come together may be a 

good spot.  The rocky side 

of a bank may point you to 

deeper water.  Sloping sand 

flats on one side of the river 
may indicate that deeper 

water may exist on the op-

posite side. 

Once you locate a poten-

tial fishing hole and you 
have identified that baitfish 
are present, work the hole 

slowly.  This time of the year 

the water is cold (around 50 

degrees) and the slower you 

work your presentation the 

more strikes you will get.

Some days the shallow-

er water adjacent to these 

holes will warm up slightly 

more than the deeper holes 

and the baitfish and preda-

tors may move up.  Don’t 

forget to work these shal-

lower areas as well.  If you 

happen to see birds work-

ing surface feeding fish, I 
would go there first.  Ap-

proach slowly with your 

trolling motor and do not 

run through them with your 

big motor as you may spook 

and scatter the fish. 
For sand bass and crappie, 

bouncing a small chartreuse 

jig or spoon real slowly 

off the bottom can pro-

duce some good catches in 

these same deeper pockets 

of water.  Smaller presen-

tations at times may yield 

good catches.  Try to match 

what they are feeding on if 

you can figure that out.  On 
many occasions in the win-

ter while striper fishing I do 
not move my jig at all (the 

slight movement of the boat 

is sufficient to get a strike). 

So what happens when 

you go to the river and you 

cannot find baitfish or any-

thing?  Sometimes after a 

major cold snap or when 

water temperatures fall in 

the lower 40s, the baitfish 
and predators move to hap-

pier, warmer grounds where 

they can survive.  

I like to work back down 

the river toward the reservoir 

until I can find some deeper 
water.  On Lake Whitney, for 

example, I move to below 

Lakeside Village where the 

depth falls to 30 feet plus, 

and the fish may be hud-

dled in the slightly warmer 

depths (on really cold days).  

On Lake Granbury, the fish 
may move back below the 

Highway 51 bridge toward 

Bentwater where it gets fair-

ly deep.  A few days later the 

weather may start to warm 

again and the fish may move 
back up in the river.

Be aware of everything 

going on around you.  Some 

minor things can offer a clue 
to which area may produce, 

such as active baitfish on the 
surface, or birds hovering.  

Winter is a great time to be 

on the water.  Hope to see 

you out there.

Whitney crap-

pies are excellent near 

Kimball Bend on small 

minnows and jigs.
